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CHRISTMAS SERMON

Christmas is an 111eg1t1mate
child, born of the wrong par-
ents. It had its origin long be-
fore the Christian era, and was
a festival celebrated among
the heathen, at that precise
time of the wvear, in honor of
the birth of the son of Babylon
queen of heaven. This was an
effort to meet paganism half

- way by professed Christians at

comparatively an early ' date.
“In Egypt, the son of Isis, the
Egyptian title for the queen of
heaven, was born at this very
time, about the: time of the
winter solstice. The very name
by which Christmas is known
among ourselves—Yule-day,
proves @t once its pagan and
Babylonian origin. Yule is the
Chaldean nmame for an infant, -
and as the 25th of December
was' called by our Pagan An-
glo-Saxon ancestors, Yule-day,
or Child’s day, and the night
that proceeded it, Mother’s
night, long before they came in:
contact with Chrlstlanltyz that
sufficiently proveg its real char-
acter. “The moon was the male
and the sun the female divini-
ty. The Arabines also wor-
shipped the moon on the 24th
of December. It was celebrat-
ed in Rome by Pagans bv a
feast of revelry and debauch.
