Thus organization and com-
bination is the policy now being
pursued. Organized labor on
the one hand, and combined
capital on the other, represent
two great divisions of our in-
dustrial society. And . while
there is perhaps no doubt that,
through the organization of la-

both the income of the lobor or-

ganizations and the profits

of the combinations of capital

have increased greatly..
What may be said in regard

to the middle class, the great

unorganized public? They have
have not caused the trouble
and unrest, yet they have had
the worst of it. The burden has
fallen heaviest on them. The
great majority, with no way of
raising their salary or of in-
creasing their income have been
forced to pay more for all the
necesisties of life.

H. N. Gaines of Topeka,
Kans., editor of the Farmers’
Advocate, in a speech made at
1904,
outlining the reasons for a
farmers’ organization, -said:

“Look where you will capital is
‘strongly entrenched behind an
- almost impregnable fortress of
‘orgainzation.

On every hand
the farmey feels the hand of op-
pression. Capital fixes the price
of everything he buys, and

names the price on everything

he produces.” At the same
time Mr. Gaines paid his re-

speets to the multimillionaires -

He

‘said: “The vast combinations

of capital have a monoply on

the necessities of life, and fix

the pricée to the consumer,
whether the produce is from
the farm or factory, so that the
consumer must pay the price or
go without.”

It is to be deprecated that
this state of things exists. The
‘principles involved on both
sides do not speak for either
peace or prosperity. They are
subversive of the best interests
of society and good govern-
ment. ‘ »

The Hon. S. M. Hotchkiss,
ex-commissioner of labor of
. Connecticut, truthfully says:

“There are higher ambitions
than to be rich. The study of
economics, however important,
is not man’s noblest study. The
mightiest nation is the one that
rests upon the strongest moral
basis. If we make everything
of wages and profits, of course
we shall ﬁght over their prop-
er division.”

The Gospel of Chrlst is a
gospel of peace, love, and good
will to men. It is not a gospel
of force. If the principles of
the everlasting gospel were
" properly applied in the world,
fluniversal peace and prosperity
would prevail. But these two

WILL, TRADE AND LABCR
UNIONS SOLVE THE
PROBLEM?

As the outgrowth of our pres-
ent soecial  conditions, trade
nnions have been formed. in or-
der, as the unionists maintain,
to protect themselves acainst
the gread and onvpression of
monoenlies. That their canse is
s inst ane is a <attled conviction
with them. and they are confi-
Aapt that, throueh oroanization

‘an thei» nart. ar bv the ballot,

thev will fin=1ly triumph.

The firet trade unions of
(ragt PRBrittain semi-secret so-
cietieg. This was because en-
sctments were, wvassed by the
covernment in the vear 1800,
that prohibiteg the aorreement
of associations of working men.

There are at present, however,
many unions in England, Scot-
lang and Ireland; and they
have influenced. leglslatlon in
favor of the working man. |
1t is now admitted that there
is over six million. trade union-
ists;in Europe S el
The first union “ef the kidd
formed 'in the United: States
was in 1806, the tailors, it is
claimed, belng the first,to or-
ganize. From 1825 to . 1830
there was quite an agitation.in
the United States by the work-
men over the question of fewer

I
¥ P

‘hours of work and higher pay.

In 1834.there was formed a
trades assembly at Boston. The

first industrial congress of the

United States met in New York
in 1845. During the sixties anqg
geventies, the industrial agita-
tion was continued; and local
labor organizations were form-
ed in various parts of the covn-
trv. Theiy continuance, how-
ever, was of short duration. Af-
ter serving the purpose for
which they .were organized,
thev disappeared.

The emancipation of the Ne-
oro race as a result of the Civil
War; threw millions of fread
men upon the labor market,
and in turn revived the labor
question, as it had its effect in
developing capitalistic produc-
tion, TFollowing the war there
was an era of extraordinary ac-
tivitv And through inventive
genius, power and machmery

were provided to operatp in
factory, mill and mine. Reil-
roads were built which pene-
trated the great West, and the
ponulation rapidly spread over
our vast domain. Soen a con-
gested condition of things 2v-.
peared : the markets were glut-
ted, and our productlve machin
erv to a great extent . became
paralyzed. The “good times”
had come to an unexpected end,
and factories and workshops
were closed down; wages were
cenerally reduced, and. thons-
ands were discharged from em-
plovment. Then the country
gwarmed with idle workmen,
and evervbody was earnestly
dizcusing ‘the panic” and. the
“havd times.”

Then fol]owed the . great



raiiroad strikes; chattels were
seized and sold under the sher-

iff’s hammer; the tramp
was inaugurated, and the
tramp became a recognized
factor in our national life. Com
mercial armies were organized
under the leadership of Gener-
als Coxey and Kelly. The im-
provéd machinery produced
during the Civil War supplied
the logs occasioned by the re-
nroval of thousands of men
from farm and workshop; and
when the war was over, the dis-
banded soldiers helped to
swell the ranks of the unem-
ployed. T

At the close of the Civil War
there were only about thirty or
fortv labor unions in existence,
including national, internaional
and amalecamated. Since 1866
thev have increased with aston-
‘shine ranidity, and at oresent:
the American Federation of
Labor, with Mr. Samvel Gom-
‘ners. of Washington, D. C.. as
Pregident. has an ascgregate
memberchin of nearlv two mil-
lion. Mheiy reason for associ-
‘ating themselves together in
unions is that “men cannot
stand alone* they must combine
tn enfeovice their yiehts, and ad-
vance their interests.

said of the impenitent, “Eph-
riam is joined to his idols; let
him alone.” .

Will the church se where
she has fallen? A coldness, a

.sympathy for the brethren, ex-

ists in the church: an absence
of love for the erring is mani-
fest. There is a withdrawing
from the very ones who need
pity and help.
