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HOW LONG WILL A SINNER 
BURN? 

Does to Die Mean to Live on in 
Woe; to Destro·y to Preserve 

Whole? 

(By J. Berger Johnson.) 
The day of the gospeler who 

us·ed as his chief weapon of spir­
itual warfare that fearful and 
hoary deception of hell and the 
sinner's never ending and tortur­
ing existence therein, is, we are 
thankful to -say, almost gone. 
However, this doctrine is still 
one of the traditional "nine 
points'' of the creed of s'Ome 
churches; and although it is not 
emphas,ized now, yet the vast 
majority of men have this belief 
ingrained in their minds through 
the arduous propaganda of years 
past. And s.ome of the old line 
preachers and leaders still main­
tain that the best way to get 
men to heaven is to scare them 
away from hell. 

And thes·e men who advocate 
the ever burning hell for sinners 
cannot be harshly criticised so 
long as they believe that other 
doctrine of the inherent immor­
taLity of men, good and bad; for 
if sinners are to be punished at 
all, and if it is true that every 
man i·s immortal and cannot die, 
then it logicallly follows that sin­
ners wiH be punished throughout 
et·ernity, and that hell and heav­
en will be the respective abode's 
of the bad and the good. Said 
one noted divine: "T.he sight of 
hell torment will exalt the hap­
piness of the s·aints forever. 
When they see others of the 
same nature as themselves and 
born under the same circum­
s>tances, plunged in such misery, 
and they are so distinguished, it 
will make them S"ensibile of how 
happy they are." 

But whence comes this teach­
ing? Surely not from God's 
Word. Can we imagine the re­
deemed from earth having lost 
their feelings of a common hu­
manity because of the salvation 
they have received? Are love 
and compa>ssion for fellow men 
to be exchanged for savagery?" 
Such a belief reflects on God, His 
whole administration, and His 
eternal kingdom. 

Some men would even incrim­
inate God Himself, by laying to 
His charge this monstrous· teach­
ing. From this charge, God 
clears Himself in these words : 
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"As I live, saith the Lord God, 
I have no pleasure in the death 
of the wicked; but that the 
wicked turn from hi'S way and 
live: turn ye, turn ye from your 
evil ways; for why will ye die?" 
It naturally follows that if God 
takes no delight in the death of 
the wicked, He would take less 
delight in torturing them thro' 
the years of eternity for the fail­
ures of a few short years here 
on earth. 

"Wha·t would be accomplished, 
as far as God is concerned, 
should we admit that He de­
lights in witnessing unceasing 
tortures; that He is regaled with 
the groans and shrieks and im­
pre:cationsl of the suffering peo­
ple whom He holds in the flames 
of hel1 ? Can these sounds be 
musk in the ears of infinite love? 
It is urged that the infliction of 
endl,ess: misery upon the wicked 
would show God's hatred of sin 
as an 'evil which is ruinous to 
the peace and order of the uni­
verse. Oh, dreadful bl,astphemy! 
As if God's hatred of sin is the 
reaS'on why He perpetuates sin! 
For ac.c.ording to the teachings 
of these theologians, continued 
torture without hope of mercy, 
maddens· its victims, and as they 
pour out their rage in curses and 
blasphemy, they are forever 
augmenting <the1ir load of sin. 
God's glory is not enhanced by 
thus perpetuating continually in­
creasing s>in thr·ough ceaseless· 
ages." 

Illimitable evil has been the 
result of this heresy, and a relig­
ion based on the principle ·of love 
and compassion has been prosti­
tuted into something so black 
and ugly that thousands, yea, 
millions: of skeptics and infidels 
are the product of its prom'Ilga-
tioon. · 

THE THEOLOGIAN'S 
VOCABULARY 

If a man professes to believe 
the Bible and! at the same time 
pr1ofes.ses to believe that the sin­
ner will 'burn forever, he must of 
necess'ity have a special defini­
tion for certain words. The Rev. 
J. Bla>in, a Baptis.t minister of 
Buffalo, New York, sees the 
point, for he writes·: 

"It is a notorious fact that in 
our theological works a nonde­
script dictionary is made with 
definitions as follows: 'To be 
dead' means to be more con-

scious·. 'To die' is to live on in 
woe. ''To lose l1ife' is to preserve 
a miserable existence. 'To burn 
up' is to make a living salaman­
der. 'To destroy' is to preserve 
whole. 'To devour, perish, con­
sume' mean:s to make indestruc­
tible and immortal. 'Not to be,' 
to be without end." 

Yes, one wh'o contends for 
eternal punishment must go fur­
ther. He must maintain either 
that the Bible is· mislead~ng and 
unreliable in its testimony con­
cerning the dead, or else that 
words and fi>gures of speech are 
to be understood in an entirely 
different sense to-day from that 
in which they were used when 
the Bible was written; for the 
Bible compares the punishment 
of the sinner to the burning of 
"talliow," "tow," "wax," and 
"chaff." If, in Bible times, the 
burning of these substances took 
miUenniums, whereas now it is 
a momentary process, then the 
language of the Bible needs· revi­
sion and new definition. We can 
at least ~say that there is a 
marked discrepancy !between the 
plain words of the Bible and the 
popul'ar interpre>t.ation of those 
words.

THE DARK DAY OF 1780 

By J. W. Manns. 
The greatest evidence of the 

truthfulness of the Bible is the 
fulfillm·ent of prophecy. We 
need to study the divine setting 
of t:he event as well as the event 
itself. The prophecy of the dark 
day was given by eight different 
Bible writers, and each one has 
definite points not given by the 
other writers. 
Signs Given in Old Testament 

Joel 3:15. Sun, moon and 
stars darkened. 

Joel 2:11. Darkened before 
the great and terrible day of the 
Lord. 

Amos 5:8. The night also 
dark. 

Amos 8:9. Darkest at noon. 
Amos 8:9. Darkened in a 

Cllear day. 
IS'a. 13:10. Darkened in the 

morning. 
Eze. 32 :7. Sun covered with 

a cloud. 
Signs Given in New Testament 

Matt. 24:29. Darkness imme­
diately after the 1260 years·. 

Mark 13:24. Before the· Cllose 
of the 1260 years, but after the 
tribulation. 

Luke 21 :25. .Signs in sun, 
moon and stars. 

Rev. 6:12. Preceded by a 
great earthquake. 
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Rev. 6:12. Sun black as sack­
cloth. 

Rev. 6:12. Moon resembles 
blood. 

Rev. 6:13. Stars fell as un­
timely figs. 

Not only the event is de­
scribed, but the time for its ful­
fillment is limited to about twen­
ty years. It can not come before 
the end of the tribulation (about 
f776-8); neither can it come 
later than the end of the 1260 
years·, or 1798 A. D. 

The time of day is also defi­
nitely given. The morning was 
to he clear; the darkness was to 
come on in the forenoon and 
reach its height at noon. The 
niglht fol1lowing was also to 1be 
dark. There might he a thou­
sand' dark days., hut they would 
not be the dark day given as a 
sign of Chris:t's coming if they 
failed to give an the particulars 
given .by the prophets. The 
Lord did not tell us what would 
make the darknes'S. He stated 
that a cloud would cover the 
sun, and it would be dark. His­
tory records the fact that a dark 
day came during the time speci­
fied by the pro.pbets, and that it 
began to be dark in the forenoon 
and was darkest at noon, and the 
night following was· also dark. 
This was the dark day of May 
19, 1780. "Our First Century," 
by Deven, gives a fuH descrip­
tion of this dark day, mentioning 
unwittingly alil the particulars 
given by the prophets. Web­
ster's· Dictionary, edition of 
1869, also describes this day. 

As the Saviour told the disci­
ples of the · signs: in the sun~ 
moon, and stars1 that would pre­
cede His coming, and said the 
generation that saw would not 
pass away until all should be ful­
filled, He repeated the words, 
"Heaven and earth shall pass 
away, but my words shall not. 
pass away/' in such a manner as. 
to make an indelible impression 
upon their minds. Matthew, 
Mark, and Luke each record the 
ex act words without the change 
of a syllable." Now learn a par­
able of the fig tree; w h·en his 
,branch is yet tender, a.nd putteth 
f orth leaves, ye know that sum­
mer is nigh: so likewise ye, when 
ye s hall s ee all thes e things, 
know that it is· near, even at the 
door." Matt. 24:32, 33, margin. 
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IF JESUS WERE HERE, 
WHAT DAY WOULD 

BE KEPT? 

There is much cpntroversy in 
the world concerning the Sab­
bath question. The majority of 
prof.ess:ed Christians 01bserve the 
first day of the week, while the 
only divine 8~b!bath eommand'­
ment in existence says: "The_ 
sev·enth day is the Sabbath of 
the Lord thy God." Ex. 20:10. 
Which i& right? The people or 
God's holy law? I think I hear 
you. say, "I guess the law must 
stand." Good. Read Ps. 111: 
7, 8. 

Many are asking, "If Jesus 
were here to-day, which day 
would He keep?" This· is a good 
question, and we wiH let the 
Bible ten us all about it. What, 
says one, the Bible tells us which 
day Jesus would keep if He wen~ 
here? Yes, indeed, it will. 

There are several texts, and 
we will notice first, that when 
Jesus1 was on the earth, He kept 
the seveilth day. Luke 4:16. 
Mark 1 :21. Surely, this is as: 
plain as can he. N ow, in Heb. 
13:8, we will read!, "Jesus C hrist 
the same yesterday, and to-day, 
and forever." Yesterday cO'vers· 
all the eternity of the past; to­
day is present ; f1orever includes 
all the future eternal ages. 
Jesus is unchangeable. We 
s·hould praise His name for this. 
Heh. 1:10-12; Mal. 3:6. He is 
the same -loving and merciful 
Saviour as when He walked on 
the shores of Galilee, and being 
unchangeable, if on the earth to-
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day He wou}d! keep the same day 
He kept when here nineteen hun­
dred years ago, and every sev­
enth-day He would be found go­
iilig to the humbl·e place of wor­
ship where those who keep the 
seventh-day Sabbath holy, in­
s1tead of following the Roman 
c.hurch in trying to keep Sunday 
the first day of the week. On 
S'unday, Jesus would go to His: 
work as usual. 

Which day will you be found 
keeping when Jesus comes? 
Wilil you not turn away your 
feet, and quit trampling God's 
holy 'S~bbath under foot? Hast­
en and olbey His command', ''Re­
mem'ber the Sabbath day to keep 
it HOLY." J. W. MANNS.

And so 
while we say that religi.ous lib~ 
erty is a sovereign institution 
and is in no .pos·sible dang·er, it~ 
pillars may be undermined. To­
day, if ever, reli·gion is pus:hed 
forward to the attention of the 
world. Its supporters are ming­
ling with the great men of pub­
lic affairs. It is adopting the 
tactics and policies of the world 
in an endeavor to further the 

kingdom of God. It will he more 
and more in the public eye; and 
'because it :iSt willing to eompro­
mi,se a bit on a few of the "non­
essentials," the mas,s: wil~ nomi­
nally adhere to it. Then, if his­
tory he a safe guide, will come 
its great temptation; for as Mr. 
Longacre says in his ;contribu­
tion, "It is a singular historic 
fact that as s.oon as Christian­
ity :became popular in any nation 
in the past, the tenets and poli­
cies. of the most numerous sect 
wer·e incorpora·ted into the or­
ganic law of the land."

Unde Eben 
had come over to chat a little, 
and they sat with their chairs 
tilted at a dangerous but com­
fortable angle against the store 
front. Eben chewed ·long and 
m·editativel.y on a broom straw 
before he said anything. It 
wasn't that he didnt' have any­
thing to say, for he was sure of 
his ground; but here was a man 
who was much swayed by what 
others said, and was just begin­
ning to think for himself in: mat­
ters of Bible truth. In what 
spirit and just how s·hould this 
sally be met? 

The grocer misunderstood the 
delay; so he rose as if the ques­
tion were• settled, and trium­
phantly kicked a banana peel o.ff 
the sidewalk into the gutter. 

"Well-" 
"John," said Uncle Eben, "if 

the se•venth day is lost, then the 
first day is too. If the Sabbath 
day is, lost, are you sure Sunday 
wasn't, too?" 

"But 'Sunday keepin' com­
m~nced at Ghrist's time, E'ben; 
an sence then, we're shore of 
the count. You said the seventh­
day Salbbath started at creation, 
an' it's between· ·Creation an' 
Ghrist that time was lost in the 
mix-up. Besides, Sunday keep-
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in's mighty conveni·ent, 'cause 
ev'rybody keeps it." 

"Convenient!" ejaculated the 
old man, taking up the 'last point. 
"Do you mean to stay that a 
man's religion is to be decided 
by his convenience? That's the 
he,athen way, John, but not the 
Christian. A heathen takes 
what he wants to do, makes a 
god of it, and then worshi·ps his 
god 'by doin' his own pleasure. 
And if he finds his religion ain't 
a convenience any more, he 
changes. his religion. If you let 
it go that way, you'll find a good 
many strange things done for 
convenience. Why not work 
ev'ry day in the week when you 
got a big job on hand, and then 
when business is poor, keep all 
the lost :Sabbaths at once? Con~ 
venient, that! 

"Besides, ·ev'rybody don't keep 
Sunday. One s.eventh of the 
people of this world keep Fri­
day; and the biggest part of the 
rest of 'em keep any day but 
Sunday. I_s·aiah, in the last chap­
ter of his book, says that in 
heaven, they're goin' to keep the 
Old Testament Sa:bba:th and s'o 
I judge the angels keep it now. 
No, John, S•unday ain't a popu­
lar sabbath, take it the world 
around and' the universe through 
-tJ'wugh it used to be a popular 
holiday for worshiping the sun 
in the old times, and that's why 
it's called Sunday." 

So far Uncle Ehen was maneu­
vering; but now his chair came 
down 'on all fours with a thump 
that made the grocer feign a 
dodge and laugh. 

"Now looky here, John; let's 
take this thing you bring up and 
look at it from all s;ix sides. 
First, ain't this so,-that lost 
time as far as the years is con­
cerned, and the fact that we 
don't know just how many years 
ag'o the world was created, has 
got nothin' to do with the week? 
Weeks and days don't fit even 
into months and years anyway. 
A man could ferget all about how 
old he is, and yet keep the days 
of the week straight. 

"But we'll say, for the sake of 
another side of the question, 
that 'way back there in the twi­
light 'of history, they did fer­
get just which day of the week 
was the Sabbath. But now 
come down to Moses' time. He 
lived about twenty-five hundred 
years this side of creation, and 

we have pretty sure history 
about that time. 

"You remember your old Sun­
day school st•ory a!bout the man­
na. God told: Moses He was; go­
ing to send manna from heaven 
the six workin' days· of the week, 
but on the seventh, or Sabbath 
day, He wouldn't send any. He 
said the sixth day's manna 
wourd keep over the seventh 
day ; 'but on any other day it 
wouldn't keep over. But it 
seems the people tried to keep 
the manna overnight, and' it 
spoiled. That wasn't so bad; ibut 
a whole lot of 'em didn't gather 
enough on the sixth day for two 
days, and they went out on the 
Sabbath day to gather, and there 
wasn't none to be flound. And I 
suppose their fast that day did 
'em good. 

"But notice what God said to 
the people, John; He said, 'How 
long refuse ye to keep My com­
mandments and My laws?' You 
can s.ee it must have been the 
Sabbath law He was talkin' 
about, for it was the Sabbath 
questi1on that was up. And His 
'How long' showed they'd been 
breakin·' it a 'long time. But 
God wouldn't be just if He ex­
pected them to keep a Iaw they 
didn't know nothin' about. So 
they must a known the Sabbath 
law, and just what day of the 
week was the S'a'blbath, fifteen 
hundred years before Christ; 
for God pointed it out to them 
in that manna proposition. And 
when they didtn't keep it, God 
condemned 'em. justly. 

'''So the Sabbath wasn't first 
known when the Ten Command­
ments was given on: Sinai, 'cause 
this happened before they reach­
ed 'Sinai. The Sabbath was 
made at creation, j:ust as Moses· 
tells us in Genesis; and that was 
before there was any Israelites, 
or J e':"s. Christ said, in Mark 
2:27, It was made for man; and 
that doesn't mean the Jew alone 
but everybody. ' 

"But now here's· the main 
point, neigh'bor: If the day of 
the Sabbath was lost 'before that 
t ime, it was surely found then. 
God found it for the people, and 
surely He must have known 
what day was the Sabbath. Fif­
ty-two times in the year for f'or­
ty years the great Provider 
worked a double wonder; for 
that many times, the manna 
ke'Pt over the sixth ni•ght, and 
none came on the seventh day. 
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There was over a million people 
in Israel then, and a whole new 
generation of .children grew up 
durin' them forty years. Don't 
you think they'd have it im­
press·ed upon 'em which day was 
the Sabbath, even if they never 
knew before? Wouldn't that set 
'em right, John? What s:ay?" 

"It shore would, Eben, it shore 
would." 

"Well, there is about ten mil­
lion of these same people seat­
tered all over the faoce of God~s 
fiootstool today,-Chinese Jews, 
Indian Jews, Russian Jews:, e ·v­
ery kind of Jew; an:d, John, what 
day does ev·ery last one of em 
k 'eep if they keep any day at 
all?" 

"Sataday, Eben;" and the ·gro­
cer hung his: head in deep 
thought. "But what the Jews 
got to do with it, uncle? We're 
talkin' 'bout the Christian Sab­
bath." 

"The Jews haiu1t got anything 
to do with Christianity; but 
their custom today makes sure 
the day of the S'abbath that was 
given t'o man at creation and 
that he was told to keep at 
Mount Sinai; that's all." 

The grocer bit into an apple 
and looked long and earnestly 
down the street at a little girl 
playing with her doll on the 
curb. But he didn't see her, nor 
did he chew his appl•e. 

''Mighty queer," he said. 
Uncle Eben hesi'tated a min­

ute, then went on: 
"But, John, leavin' the Jews 

out of it, and supposin' that the 
whole ten million of 'em in all 
parts of the world all went to 
sleep together on exactly the 
.same day, and lost count-for 
that woulc. lbe necessary if they 
lost a day- -yet there was anoth­
·er time when God s·et the world 
right on the day of the Sab­
bath, if it needed settin' right." 

Uncle Eben pulled a worn 
B ible out of his pocket, and read 
from Luke 23:53 to 24:3: 

"'And he [Joseph of Arima­
thaea] took it [the body of 
Jesus] down, and wrapped it in 
linen, and laid it in a sepulchre 
t h at was hewn in stone, wherein 
neveT man before was laid. And 
that day was the preparation, 
and the 1Sabbath drew on. And 
the women · also, which came 
with Him from Galilee, followed 
after, and 'beheld the sepulcher, 
and how His body was laid. And 
they returned, and prepared 
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spices and ointments; and rested 
the Sa:bba th day according to 
the commandment. Now upon 
the first day of the week, very 
early in the morning, they came 
unto the sepulcher, bringing t'he 
spices which they had prepared, 
and certain others• with them. 
And they found the stone rolled 
away from the sepulcher. And 
they entered in, and found not 
the body of the Lord Jesus.' 

"From this, J ohri, you can 
plainly see that Chris·t wa:s cru­
cified and buried the day before 
the Sablbath-the 'preparation 
day.' The women kept the Sab­
bath the next day; and I'm so 
glad Luke put in 'ac:cordin' to the 
commandment,' so we'd know 
what Sabbath. Then the next 
day, which it says. is the first 
day ·of the week, they went to 
the tomb and found Christ ris,en. 
So He rose on the first day of 
the week. 

"Now this gives us the Sab­
bath day bounded on both sides. 
If we get the bound'ries of a 
thing, we can tell where it is. 
You know that's the way you 
used' to do in s.ch'ool when you 
studied geography. Now an­
swer me this: On what day of 
the week was Christ crucifi·ed? 
On what day do all Christians· 
agree Christ was buried?" 

"Friday, Eben; Good Friday, 
they call it." 

"'Right; and that's the day be­
fore the .S'abbath. Then what 
day of the week did Christ rise 
on?" 

"Why, Sunday, of course. 
That's why the parson says they 
keep Sunday, 'cause Christ 
raised on that day.'' 

"Yes:; but Luke says the day 
<between Friday and Sunday is 
the Sabbath 'according to the 
eommandment.' And what day's· 
that?" 

"'Sataday, E iben; I reckon yer 
right; I r eckon yer right." 

"So, John, God gave the se:v­
enth-day Sabbath as good a start 
at Christ's: time as Sunday got, 
at least; and if Sunday can't be 
lost this side of Ghri~t, neither 
can the Sabbath." 

"I swan, yer right; but what 
do folks go on callin' Sunday the 
Sab'bath fer then:? Why don't 
they call it somethin' else?" 

"Some ca:ll it the L'Ord's day.'' 
"But what do they call it the 

Lord's day fer, when it ain't any 

more the Lord's day than Mon­
day is:?" 

"I don' know," s1aid Uncle Eb­
en, as he rose and measured the 
hei·ght of the sun with his eye; 
"ask them." 

If there is one lesson that the 
history of the past 'teaches, it is 
that a religio-political Christian­
ity is predestined to have its 
gl'ory eclips:ed with shame and 
bitter humiliation. Just now the 
Greek Catholic Church of Rus­
sia and the Roman Catholic 
Church of old Mexico are reap­
ing a harvest of retribution at 
the hands of the civil authori­
ties·, because these religious or­
ganizations played' "fast and 
loose" with .politics, and with ty­
rants, and sought their own ad.,. 
vancement by means. of carnal 
wea·pons to the injury andi detri­
ment of their opponents: and the 
common wea'l. 

It is· a singular historic fact 
that as. soon as: Christianity be­
came popular in any nation in 
the past, the tenets and policie's 
of the most numerous s:ect were 
incu~·porated into the· organic law 
of the land. It seems that nei­
ther the Catholic Church nor the 
Protestant churches as a whole 
have profited lby the mistakes of 
the past. Today both are fed­
erating and combining for the 
s·ake of obtaining prestige with 
the civil authorities!, and for the 
purpose of bringinlg pres,sure to 
bear upon legislative bodies, that 
these may be forced to listen to 
the voice of thte church in her 
demands for religious legislation. 
But such a union of religion with 
the civil government is incom­
patible·with the teachings of the 
New Testament. This formerly 
universal custom of ullliting the 
church and the state in so-ca1led 
Chdstian nations, was not an 
outgrowth of true Christianity, 
but a practice borrowed from pa­
gan nations, whose pre'vailing 
religions were always fostered 
by the civil governments. 

The State a Cat's-Paw for the 
Church. 

In pagan Rome, "the Roman 
emperor was the· supreme pon­
tiff (Pontifex Maximum), the 
gods were national, and the 
priests we•re servants of the 
state." During the papal su­
premacy in the Roman empire, 
this order was• changed, and the 
civil officers were. subordinated 
to the authority of the ecclesi-



astical officers. The papal heir­
archy laid daim to absolute ·pow­
er in heaven, on ·earth, and in 
hell, over the souls and bodies of 
all mankind. The spir,i tual offi­
cers assumed the right of coer­
cion in reHgious, moral, and civil 
matters; the right of restraining 
and forbidlding the exercis·e of 
individual rea•s•on and judgment, 
as a mortal sin against both 
church and state. They claimed 
for themselves, the sole right to 
int'erpret and enforce the doc­
trines of :Scripture; the right to 
govern human thought, human 
speech, human liberty in all 
things, in privat·e as well as• in 
pU!blic ; and the secular arm was 
called to do the bidding of the 
heirarchy as a means of compul­
sion or •subjugation. 

The Fatal Error of the 
Reformers. 

The kingdoms of Europe for 
many .centuries were thus domi­
nated by a religious autocracy. 
The churchmen were the pol-iti­
cians, the rulers,, the administra­
tors, the judges' of the courts, 
and even the generals. of the ar­
mies in the wars of extermina­
tion against the heretics. They 
arrogated to them•sel•ves· the ab­
solute control of every avenue 
of human experience and devel­
opment; no island or continent 
could be discovered without the 
hierarchy's laying claim to it 
and demanding sulbm•ission and 
revenue; no s.cientific theory 
could be advanced or discussed 
contrary to the creed of· the 
church or the ex cathedra pro­
nouncements; no general knowl­
edge could be diffused for the ed­
i'fication and enlightenment of 
the •common people, without the 
permission of the superior offi­
cers· of t·he establish ~d church. 

In short, the lega.~. church be­
came the sole interpreter of di­
vine revelation, and the judge of 
all the concerns and relations. of 
life between God and man and 
between man and man ; and con­
sequently the jealous guardian 
and defender, not of human 
rights only, but also of religious 
and civil despotism. This arro­
gancy of superior claim and of 
absolutism in the administration 
of ·supreme power and authority, 
provoked a great controversy, 
whi•ch ultimately broke out into 
open confliet, resulting in a great 
victory for the caus•e of liberty 
for the individual conscience and 
for human rights. The marvel 
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of al1 marvels 1is that thiS> bitter 
and costly conflict /between oocle­
siastical power and human liber­
ty failed to teach a lasting les­
son to the victors in the cause 
of freedom. 

After the peoples and rulers 
had s·uocessfully revolted, thro' 
the Reformation movement, 
against the usurpations' and 
some of the ·glaring corruptions 
of the see of Rome, the Reform­
ers committed the fatal error of 
forming alliances. between the 
Protestant churches and political 
governments. TheY_ protes~ed 
against Rome's: alLiance with 
civil .government, and then sub­
stituted their own Protestant 
domination in lieu of the papal 
lords·hip. They believed that th_e 
ci vii rul·ers' were morally and di­
vinely bound to pres·crtbe relig­
ious belief and worship, and to 
exact conformity thereto, pro­
vided it was the true DeUgion, 
which could be none other than 
their own creed. Christian Pro­
testant princes must defend and 
enforce religion with the secular 
arm and establish a state church 
and' worship, or Christianity 
would be insecure. 

A few had clear enough vision 
to detect the fatal error, and suf­
ficient courage to rais·e their 
voices in protest against this un­
holy union. They declared bold­
ly that "spiritual dominion rest­
ed s.olely >on graee and truth." 
But their voiees were soon hus·h­
ed; the religio-political element 
gained the ascendency; and to 
this day, every Protestant coun­
try in Europe has .a }egally esta'?­
lished religion. Again and agam 
has· it been redlemons,trated that 
such a union is always to a coun­
try's detriment, not tlo its glory. 
A state religion is. rightly nam­
ed; it is not God's religion. A 
union of ·church and state has 
been a detriment both to the 
church and to the state. 

Where England Went Astray. 
When Henry VIII, who, be­

cause of his zeal for t·he Church 
of Rome, had obtained the title 
of Defender of the Faith, came 
to an open rupture with the 
court of Rome, the English Par­
liament immediately declared 
him the head of the Church of 
England. The oibject s·ought was· 
to bestow upon their civil sover­
eign the same power and author­
ity the Pope of R'ome had for so 
many centuries arrogated to 
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hims,elf. It was not to vindicate 
true prindples, but to stDike a 
bl'ow at Rome. Liberty, truth, 
and right principles were sacri­
ficed for the sake of po1i tical ex­
pedi·ency. The Act of 25 Henry 
VIII (15·34) secured the submis­
s·ion of the clergy, and centered 
in the throne the whole power of 
ecclesiastical legislation, and 
henceforth made the king of 
England the supreme head of 
the ehure.h; as Gladstone says, 
"enacted the royal headship;" 
"verging closely," as said the 
bishop of Chester, "on the unde­
fined supremacy assumed by and 
henceforth deni·ed to the Pope." 

The Act of 13 El,iza'beth 
(1571) formulated andJ settled 
the religious· beli·ef ~f the Church 
of England by imposing the 
"Thirty-nine Art•iC'les." as. its le­
gally authorized and Dequired 
form of faith. The Act of Uni­
formity of Oharl:es. II (1662) re·­
settled the legal form of worship 
in the Church of England, which 
substantially has remained the 
same to rthe present day. Green, 
in his "'Short History," says, 
"From that time t•o this the 
chuDch has been unable to meet 
the varying spiritual needs of its 
adherents' by any modification of 
its government or its worship." 
The church establishment of 
England assumed that the state 
had tihe prerogative not only to 
protect but to promulgate what 
it deemed religious truth, and to 
punish and suppress rehgious 
error. 

Every Citizen a Member of the 
Church. 

The national religio-politieal 
establishment adopted the old 
fiction that every citizen of the 
state was1 also a m1ember of the 
established church, ~and cons.e­
quently aH citizens, .irrespective 
of divergent belief, were subject 
to the religious and financia1 ob­
ligations of the state churcih. 
The London Ti.mes of Octoher 9, 
1876, said, "The fact is that aU 
Englishmen are by law members 
of the church." Under this de­
lusive doctrine, the state exacts· 
recognition and contribution 
from those who .claim the right 
to be separate and independent 
of the 'legal religion, and places 
the' dissenter uniformly in a con­
dition of compara1tive subjection 
and of decided inferiority, be­
cause it penalizes. his faith, and 
"puts a mark upon him of ex-
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pr,essed and implied degrada­
tion." 

In 1664, a law was enacted for 
"the suppression of s:editious1 
conventides1 which infHcted on 
all persons, over Siixteen years of 
age, present at any reUgious 
meeting of five or mor·e persons 
in any other manner than is al­
lowed by the practice of the 
Church of England, a penalty of 
three months imprisonment for 
the first offense, of six months 
for the second, and seven years 
transportation for the third. If 
the offender returned, he was 
doomed to death. This act was 
rigidly enforced;, and filled the 
jails with ministers and laity." 

It was this act which sent 
Bunyan and William Penn to' 
prison. But this Conventide 
Act did not s:atis'fy the bigoted 
and intolerant spirit of cruel o;p­
pr;E_;)ssion on the part of the clergy_ 
of the established church. In 
1665, aH persons in holy orders 
who had not subscrilbed to the 
Act of Unifol'lmity were required 
to take an oath that it was never 
lawful, under any circumstances, 
to take up arms against the king, 
or to m'ake any attempt to alter 
the government of church and 
st1ate. Those who refus:ed to 
take this: oath were prohibited 
from teaching in schools, and 
from coming wi:thin fiv,e miles 
of any city, corporate town, or 
borough sending members to 
Parliament. 

Protestants as Intolerant as the 
Papists. 

Then followed the Test Act 
(1673) enforcing upon all per­
sons holding public office' a dec­
laration against transubstantia­
tion, and impos,ing the legal obli­
gation of receiving the Lord's· 
Supper within three months aft­
er acceptance of a public office. 
Only those who have read the 
history of the bloody persecution 
of that era htave the faint~est con­
ception of the terri'b~e hardships 
and excruciating sufferings in­
flict-ed upon dis1senters and non­
conformists in those days. Tlhe 
bi,gotry, the intolerance, and the 
malignant ingenuity of this 
"Protestant" regim·e could hard­
ly be excelled even by the papists 
when they were in supr·eme pow­
er. The eslta'blished religion was 
enforced with mereness rigor; 
and for violating or refusing to 
conform to some of these relig­
ious exactions1 enforced by civil 
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statutes, John Bunyan w'as im­
prisoned twelve years' in Bedford 
jail, and Wil'liam Penn was· im­
prisoned without a trial by his 
peers for preaching the gospel. 
The Entering w.edge of Perse-

cution. 
The union of church and s:tate 

started in 321 A. D., when Con­
stantine the Great enacted the 
first Sunday law. This opened 
the door for a flood of reiligious 
legislation which followed in its 
wake, and am sulbs,equent relig­
ious leg,islation was 1aiways~ jus­
tified by this preeeden:t of Con­
stantine's first Sunday law. 
'llhere was no stopping place un­
til every 'belief of the established 
religion was legislated into law 
and enforced by the state upon 
all nonconformists. The blood of 
a hundred miHi,on martyrs cries 
out from the soil of Europe that 
God should avenge them for the 
dying testimony they have borne 
to the truth. 

The American colonies imbib­
ed the intolerant spirit of the 
mother country. They estab­
lislhed their Wiors.hip by law, and 
compelled all to conform to their 
religious tenets, to attend divine 
s1ervice· on Sunday, and to sup­
port the dlergy whether they ac-' 
cepted their teachings or not. 
They shamefully .persecuted the 
Quakers, the Baptists, and every 
other diss,enting sect, simply be­
caus•e they were in the minority. 
The puritank1a:l S'unday laws of 
Charles II were enforced upon ,all 
alik,e, with Pharisaical exaet­
ness, even to the death penalty. 
Some of these medieval Roman, 
English, and Puritan relies of re­
ligious ~egis.Iation are still shac­
kiJ.ed upon our eonsciences in 
some of the states in the Union, 
irrespective of individual faith 
in the matter. 

Honored! ~and mu1ch respected 
citizens of the United States are 
being persecuted in some states· 
where drasltic Sunday laws are 
enf·orced upon those who observe 
as holy time another day than 
Sunday. Religious organizations 
ar•e c:lamoring as loudly as ever, 
in our leg.islat'ive halls, for the 
ena~ctment of rei'igious measures 
and' still more stringent Sunday 
laws·. It is1 higih time that strong 
voices of protest be raised 
against eccles1iastical encroach­
ments upon our free institutions 
and the honest conscience of the 
individual. The church should 

heed th:e warning voice of his,_ 
tory and stay out of politics. A 
complete divorcement of relig­
ious estalbli'shments fr~om the 
state is in harmony with Christ's 
teachings,, and is the only sure 
basis for peace and prosperity. 
Let us keep tJhe church and the 
state forever separate, that 
truth, justke, and liberty may 
prevail.

the power of the gospel of our 
Lord and Saviour. The gospel 
of Christ is able to give a man 
the victory over sin. It changes 
the corrupt pas,s·ions of the 
heart. Noah was a righteous 
man even in the degenerate time 
in whieh he }lived. Lot also 
walked with God in the midst of 
S'odom. This will ever stand as 
a proof that the inhabitants of 
Sod:om had the opportunity to 
be saved. Only when men have 
lost sight of the power of the 
gospel, will they claim that in 
order to attain unto holiness it 
is .necessary to remove tempta­
tion. Thos•e who enjoy the 
blis~s· of the eternal ages wiU be 
those who have c:ome up out of 
great tribulation, and perfected 
holiness in the midst of temp­
tation. 

A Delusive Hope. 
We are told that in the mil­

lenial age opportunities will 'be 
"favoralble" for holy living. But 
read this:-

"When men eome to life in the 
next age, they will come with 
the same characters and tastes 
and desires th€1Y had in this, life. 
'In the place where the tree faH­
eth, there it shall be.' Eccl. 11: 
3. That means· that no change 
will have taken place . in men 
while they are dead.

no policemen, no magistrates, no 
judges. as we have them at pres­
ent, no jails, and yet they will be 
punished! by an invisible power, 
which they will strive in vain to 
res1ist."-"MiHenia1 Hope and 
Prospects," page: 6. 

'''FavorabJe opportunity" in­
deed ! The wicked, we are told 
(and this· is doubtless• true), will 
come forth from the tomb with 
the same wicked desires which 
controlled them when living. Pic­
ture this terrible seene if you 
are able. The long-lived giants 
who defiled the earth so dread­
fully before the flood are all to 
live here a:gain. Then the Sod~ 
omit•es, whose evil deeds have 
been a synonym for sin from 
their time till the present, are all 
to live again on the: earth; the 
Amailekites, Canaanites, .Jezelbe1

But we are h 1d that there is 
to be a "new power in control," 
which this wicked host will 
"strive in vain to resist." What 
"new power" is this· that is to be 
in control? There is· no power 
in the universe .stronger than 
the power of the gospeL "For I 
am not ashamed of the gospel of 
Christ: for it is the power of 
God unto salvation to every one 
that believeth; to the Jew first, 
and also to the Greek." Rom. 
1:16. What agency is there 
then which is more potent than 
this to save souls? To m ·en now 
the Lord s•ayis, "Behold, I have 
given you power ... over all the 
power of the enemy." Luke 10: 
19. 
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To souls now .• who are strug­
gling to overcome the dark pas-. 
sions of sin, our Lord says, "Now 
unto him that is able to k·eep you 
from falling, and to present you 
faultless before the presence of 
his glory with exceeding joy." 
Jude 24. Thank the Lord, there 
is a power now before which the 
powe~s of sin must yield. The 
believer al'lies himself to a power 
which the hosts of darkness can 
not overcome. We do not have 
to l<ook forward to some "millen­
nia! age" for a power to over­
come sin.

He has given to 
all the freedom of choice, with­
out which there could be no such 
thing rus development of moral 
character. To angels was given 
this power. Some of them chose 
to rebel, and fell from their first 
estate. Adam was left free to 
choos·e. Through all the ages 
God has been pleading with men 
to "choose life." And there will 
never come a time when some 
power unto righteousness wiH 
S'eize hold of men, which they 
wi'll "strive in vain to resist." 
This is no part of the plan of 
God. He draws all, but he com­
pels none. The Spirit strives 
with al•l now, and those who re­
sist it shurt thems•elves away 
from life. They can yield and 
be saved, or resist and be lost. 

The Broad Way. 
The !Scriptures clearly teach 

that those who are finally saved 
will be only a few compared to 
the number who will be los,t. 
"Enter ye in by the narrow gate: 
for wide is the gate, and broad 
is the way, that leadeth to de­
struction, and many ar·e they 
that enter in thereby. For nar­
row is the gate, and straitened 
the way, that leadeth unto life, 
and few are they that find it." 
Matt. 7:13, 14. This is the 
teaching of the Scriptures 
throughout. "Millenial Dawn," 
however, teaches just the oppo-
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site. I quote:-

f. Because these members 
that oprotested against this apos­
tasy were persecuted and arrest­
ed by the leaders of the Confer­
ence. 

g. Because the leaders who 
brought this apostasy were jus­
tified by the General Conference. 

h. Because the testimonies, 
especially concerning health re­
form, are disr·egarded both in 
teaching and practice. 

i. Because our schools are not 
free from text bookS', as well as 
instructors, that undermine the 

development of chara·cter. 
k. Because ·our medical insti­

tutions have apostatized from 
the heaven sent principles for 
treating the sick, and have 
adopted principles which, accord­
ing to law and testimony, are a 
curse. 

1. Because the General Con­
ference brethren have refused 
to consider various appeals con­
cerning this· apostasy, and gave 
no hearing to the delegates that 
represent the disfellowshiped 
Seventh-day Adventists, who 
have reorganized the work for a 
decided Reformation. 

2. At this General Confer­
ence our leading brethren have 
completely separated themselves 
from us by refusing our appeal 
for a hearing, before the assem­
bled delegates, concerning this 
apostasy. 

Elder Daniels gave us their 
answer in the following words: 
"We could never let these ques­
tions come up before the whole 
delegation." Civi'c Auditorium 
San Francisco, Calif., May 24, 
1922.

WHEN DOES DAY BEGIN? 

By the term "day" in this art­
icle is to be understood one rev­
ollution of the earth, or the diur­
nal period of twenty-four hours. 
Different nations !begin their 
days- at different times. But of 
course the Bible must settle 
this, if we . wish to be in har­
mony with the revealed will of 
God. 

The Jews 
"The day is reckoned from 

evening to evening-i. e ., night 
and day." "Unlike the early 
Babylonians:, whose day began 
with sunris:e, the Jews began 
theirs with sunset."-"The Jew­
ish Encyclopedia," articles 
"Day" and "E.ve of Holidays." 

In Genesis 1 :5 we read that 
"the evening and the morning 
were the first day." "From even 
unto even, shall ye •Celebrate 
your sablbath." Lev. 23:32. He 
who had touched anything un­
clean should be unclean until 
even ; he was to "wash his flesb 



with water," and when the sun 
went down he should be clean. 
Lev. 22:6, 7. "At even, when 
the sun did S'et." Mark 1 :32. 
These s.criptures1 prove that the 
day begins in the evening and 
that the evening begins: at sun­
s~et. Hence every day hegins at 
sunset, and consequently every 
Sabbath of the Lord begins at 
sunset on what we call Friday 
evening and ends on the follow­
ing evening at sunset. 

Every hour of the Salbbath 
day is holy time, fro:m sunset on 
Friday evening until sunset on 
the following Sabbath evening. 
Would we therefore obS'erve the 
Sabbath sracredly and acceptably 
before God, then no unnecessary 
or secular work ought to be done 
during these holy hours. 

Other Nations. 
Prof. William Smith observes: 
"The commencement of the 

civi'1 day varies in different na­
tions. The Babylonians reck. 
oned it frOTil sunrisre to suns•et; 
the Um!brians from noon to 
noon; the Romans from mid­
night to midnight; and the 
Athenians and others from sun­
s·et to sunset."-"Law of Sun­
day," by James T. Ringgold, pp. 
111, 112. 

"The Mohammedan day is 
reckoned from sunset to sunset." 
-"Jewish and Mohammedan 
Calendars·," by Burnaby, p. 380. 

Midnight. 
Since day is by so many com,.. 

puted from midnight to mid­
night. a further explanation may 
be in place. 

"The first civil or statutory 
'consecration' of Sunday, as the 
courts would say, was made by 
Constantine's' edict .... And this 
edict .consecrated, according to 
the Roman practice a period 
'from midnight to mitd'night.' "­
"Law of Sunday," by Ringgold, 
p. 112. 

Now it follows: that when the 
Roman Catholic Church adopted 
Sunday as a day of rest and wor­
ship instead of the Sabbath of 
the Lord, w hieh began and ended 
at sunset, she also accepted the 
Roman method of beginning the 
day at midnight instead of at 
sunset. Hence she not only 
changed the Sab'bath from the 
s·eventh day to the first day, but 
also the time of its· beginning 
from sunset to midnight. (See 
Dan. 7 :25.)-Walla Walla Col­
lelge, Wash.

'''According to my earnest ex­
pectation and my hope, that in 
nothill!g I s,hall ibe as·hamed, but 
that with all boldness, as always, 
so now also Christ sha~l be mag­
nified in my body, whether it be 
by life, or 'by death." Pbil. 1: 
20. 

The apostle waSI not seeking 
for human applrause. It was not 
the approval of men he sought, 
but their salvation. 

A story is told of one Pousa, a 
Chinese potter, who was: ordered 
to produce a •great work for the 
emperor. He tried J ong and 
hard, but in vain. Finally, driv­
en to des1pair, .he threw himself 
into the furnace, and the effect 
of his self-immolation on the 
work then in the fire , was1 such 
that it came out the most beau­
tiful piece of porcelain ever 
known. 

So in the life of Paul. He put 
all there was: of him into his 
work. Self disappeared, and 
Christ alone was seen. This im­
molation of ·s·elf is the S'ecret of 
his rna tchless 'POWer and great­
ness. Whether he lived or died 
mattered not to this chosen ves­
sel of God, if only Christ was 
magnifi.ed. 

To the church at Corinth he 
wrote, "I S'eek not yours', BUT 
YOU." 2 Cor. 12:14. It was not 
salary or ease or the filling of 
sO'IDe office that was his· supreme 
ambition, but the saving of 
those who were lost and ruined 
by sin. He did not measure his 
succ.ess: by the applause he 
evoked or lby the number of ser­
mons he prea.cheld, but by the 
souls saved. These he counted 
his "joy and crown of rejoicing. ~ ' 

We too may be great in the 
same way in whi·ch this hero o.f 
the .cross was: great-in the sac­
rifice of our ambition, in the put­
ting aside of self, in earnest de­
votion to God, and hy reaching 
ou t a helping hand to those who 
are in temntation and need. Our 
opportunifies are as great as 
were his, for heavy hearts are 
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all about us, and the time for the 
salvation of souls· is growing 
s-hort. Let our aim be that 
Christ shall be magnified in our 
lives, whether by life or by 
death.
