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GOD'S GREAT PAY DAY 

~ (Continued from May Is1sue.) 

Freed From Death 

Thus Christ was freed from 
sin (imputed sin) and the do­
minion of death. In death, He 
triumphed over death. Then 
were cre~ated the infin:ite riches 
of HLs grace. Then it was that 
Chris1t acquired the deiht-paying, . 
pardoning power. The wages. of 
man's: sins were not yet paid. 
The sins even of God's people 
were not yet blotted out and for­
gotten. Not, yet had they been 
removed as far from them as 
the eas1t is from the west. But 
all this· was assured in its prop­
er time and manner. 

· Faith in Christ is necessary 
for the rem1iss1ion of s;inS'. 'There 
is no pres!ent remis.sion of future 
sins·. -Paying in advance the 
wages, of future sins would sim­
ply be granting 1indulgences1 for 
sin, a work attempted only by 
"the mystery of iniquity." 

The death of the !S:aviour did 
not at the time and in itself au­
tomatiically pay the debt of any 
sinn~r or the wages of sin for 
manklind. Rather, 'by it Chri~t 
acquired the power to do this for 
-every one who would come to 
Him. He was crowned with 
glory and honor and the power 
to impute and impart the death 
unto s.in which He had tasted, 
to every one who wished to die 
in s1in . . Authority was given 
Him to act as both Judge and 
Advocate of the human race. To 
the apostle John, He said in vis­
ion, "I am He that liv·eth, and 
waS' dead ; and, behold, I am 
alive forevermore. Amen; and . I 
have the keys of hell and .of 
death." Revelation 1 :18. His 
death had not opened the prison 
doors1 of death and the .grave; 
but His· death, with the life 
power of His resurrection, had 
put into His hands the keys. 

The Whole Worl~ Guilty. 
The whole world is guilty be­

fqre God through tranS'gresSiion 
of His holy law. Men, even pro­
fess.ed Christians', have, as the 
psalmlis1t says, "made void" the 
law of God. They have taken 
away the seal of the law, the 
seventh-day :Sabbath, and s:ulb­
stituted the si,gn, or mark, of 
an apostate power. False teach­
em tell us: that Ghrist came to 
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make void His own law, S'O that 
man might transgres.s it with 
illljpunity. And truly, if Ghrist 
at the cross paid the de!bt of sin 
for aU mankiind, pas,t, preserit, 
and future, and, so to S;peak, 
deeded His work over to man 
unconditionally, and recorded it 
in man's: name, then .no one since 
then could possi1bly he ·guilty be­
fore God, or under the condem­
nation of the law. 

Strengthened by thi,s false 
idea, many, when the claims of 
God's la·w and their transgres­
sdons are pointed out, say, "We 
are not under the· law, but un­
der grace," . and so, by mis:con­
struing God's most precious gift 
are emboldened to go on in 
trarrsgres·sion. · 

Heaven's Clearing House. 

But though no debts have yet 
been paid, though no sins have 
yet been blotted out or cast into 
the depths of the se:a, and the 
new covenant promise has' not 
been fully realized, God has· pro­
vided a clearing house where all 
accounts are to he balanced, and 
appointed a day when all deibts 
that ean be paid will be paid. 
That'clearin,g house is the heav­
enly S'anctuary, and that day is 
the Day of J ud!gment, or of the 
cleansing of that sanctuary, the 
day of final adjustment of all 
accounts that have been .sent be­
fore to judgment. (1 Timothy 
5:24.) 

According to the prophecy of 
Daniel 8:14, this great day of 
the cleansing of the sanctuary 
arrived in the year 18'44. We 
are living in God's .great pay day. 
Jesus s:till sits upon the throne 
of grace, as the Advocate of 
every repentant s1inner. The 
sins that through the ages have 
been confes·sed and forgiven will 
soon he blotted out of existence, 
and God's people wiH he clean 
from all their sins, before the 
Lord. 

Thus the firs.t great end in the 
plan of redemption will have 
been accompliished; namely, the 
deliverance of all who have ooen 
willing to renounce evil. Then 
"the iniquity of Israel ~haH he 
sought for, and there shall he 
none; and the sins of Judah, and 
they shall not be found: for I 
will pardon them whom I ~e­
s.erve." Jeremiah 50:20. · Then 
will come the full realization of 
the new covenant promise, and 
the righteous shall ".shine forth 

as the ~sun in the kingdom of 
their Father." 

A Thousand Years Later. 
The S·econd great .purpose will 

be realized a thousand years· 
later, in the final eradication of 
sin and sinners from the uni­
verse, in the fires of God that 
will consume this pres·ent earth, 
and prepare the way for the new 
heavens and the new earth, 
"wherein dwelleth righteous· 
nes,s." (Revelation 2,0:7-9; 2 
Peter 3:12, 13.) 

Two great cleansing.s, then, 
we s·ee brought to view in the 
goSjpel : one, of the sanctuary, 
by the blood of Chris1t, the grand 
climax of God's work for sin­
ners, perfect1ing them for their 
heavenly home; the second, of 
the earth and the universe, by 
fire, from S!in and ali its conB!e­
quences, makling a clean dwell­
ing place for the redeemed of 
earth. . 

To this generation, the warn­
in,g i,s, given: "Repent ... and he 
converted, that your sins may be 
blotted out." . "Fear God, and 

· give glory to Him; for the hour 
of His Judgment is, come." Rev­
elation 14:6-12 is beiing fulfilled 
today in our ears and before our 
very eyes·. 

How is it Wlith you? Have 
you made arrangements for 
Jesus to pay your debt in this 
great day which will soon ciose, 
or will you pay it yourself in the 
cleanS'ing fires that shall eradi­
cate sin and sinners.?

God 
and ·Christ and the: heavenly 
angels . .ar-e working with intens'e 
activity to hold in check the 
fierceness of 'Satan's wrath, that 
God's .plans he not thwarted. 
God liv-es and rei.gns. He is con­
ducting the affairs: of the uni­
vers:e. Let His soldiers move 
forward to victory. Let there be 
perfect uniity in their ranks. Let 
them press· the battle to the 
gates. As a mighty Conqueror, 
the Lord will work for them. 

Let the ,g1os.pel message ring 
thr·ough our churches, summon­
ing them to universal action. Let

HOW WILL WE TAKE CARE 
OF THE YOUNG PEOPLE? 

This is the problem of small 
as. we.Jl as larg·e churches. It 
would be absurd for pare:nts to 
s·ay, "\Ve have only one child, so 
it is not worth while to spend 
time and money for his develop­
ment.' It. is equally aibs:urd for 
the church to neglect her young 
people becaus·e she has only a· 
few. 

Do you remember the story of 
the okl Scotch minister? One 
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year he toiled and prayed, but 
gained only one convert, and 
that convert was "only a hoy!" 
aSI the deacon critically remark­
ed when he and other church 
members were arguing their 
church ought to have a new 
minister. But the old minister 
refused to become discouraged; 
he clung to the boy, and taught 
him jpatiently. "Only a boy!" 
But in a f.e.w years that 'boy, 
Robert Moffat, went to Africa, 
and became one of the most suc­
cessful pioneers· in the Dark 
Continent. 

Do you not think the efforts 
in behalf of that hoy were 
worth while? 

Only a .girl! but one day she 
laid her life on the altar of s·er­
vice for the sufferers of the 
Crimean War. Together with 
her faithful 'helpers she did no­
ble work for the wounded\ s·ol­
diers. Several y•ears after the 
war closed, s.ome of the officers 
had a r-eunion. Slips were 
pas.sed, and e.ach was! asked to 
write the· name of the person 
who he thought rendered the 
best service during the war. On 
every slip was the name of Flor­
ence Nightingale, the young 
woman w'ho had bound up their 
wounds, ministered to their 
many needs, and led them to the 
Gre~at Phystician for help. 

Do you not think it worth 
while to endeavor to lead other 
young women to consecrate 
themselves to unselfi¥I service? 

There are young people hid­
den away lin s1man, obscure 
churches to-day, who might soon 
become ·earnest workers for God 
if proper attention were given 
them. 

But it is a sad fact that, 
through the indifference and un­
intentional neglect of older 
church memlhers and office.rs, 
m any of · these young people are 
drifting into the world instead 
of be~ng marshaled into an army 
that shall go forth in the name 
of Prince Immanuel, "conquer­
:ng, and to conquer." 
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The Culban Assembly con­
v-ened F:riday, May 29th. The 
brethren of Cuba have many 
plans for the future in carrying 
on the work. Notwithstanding 
the devil is' working in this field 
aH in other parts of the Lord's 
vineyard, the leaders of the 
work are of good courage, and 
al'le pres,s:i:ng on to victory.

So 
little by .little men discovered 
great commercial possibilities in 
what formerly had been thrown 
a way as garlbage. 

Today, the one time by-•prod­
ucts of petroleum are more than 
a thousand times as• valuable as­
the crude oil itself. Everywhere 
we find wealth and power con­
s·erved and utilized through 
study and effort. 

The commercial world 'has 
solved a stupendous problem. 

. And does not this· fact cha'llenge 
the church to solve speedily the 
greater one with which she is 
wrestling? 

Think -of Niagara Falls! Be­
fore men began to harnes-s into 
service the waters of Niagara, 
that foaming torrent contained 
as much energy as: it does to­
day; !but these enormous quan-
tities of energy were entirely 
was.ted. 

In lik·e manner, a stream of 
splendid young men .arid women, 
with unmeasured possibilities 
for Ghristi?n service, has been 
pouring into the world; and its 
energies have been entirely 
wasted to the church. The pic­
ture is a sad one: and calls every 
church in every community to 
stem the tide of laboring inces­
santly to utilize, not the waste 
products but the wasted prod­
ucts' of the Church.

PRESENT TRUTH 

By Chas. J. Ellis. 
The ,following from the pen 

of the Apostle Peter makes' men­
tion of the above s ubject . . He 
writes·: Vvherefor.e I Wil!l not be 
negligent to :put you always in 
remembrance of these things, 
though ye know them and bees­
tablis•hed in present truth. 2 
Pet. 1:12. 

To the believer, truth carries 
with it a divine obligation: it 
works and makes manifest itself 
in the life of the individual pro­
fessor, thus molding and fash­
ioning his character after the 
divine image of God. ~/rite this 
de·eply on the tablets .o.f your un­
derstanding that truth is un­
changeable, and therefore is as 
eternal as God Himslelf. You 
now inquire, what is PRE'SENT 
'DRU'DH, and why the need of 
such a term in our Bible? A 
few, ibrief, :biblical illustrations 
with which the reader is famil­
iar, will elucidate this que::ition. 

There are two principal pur­
poses for which a mes·sage from 
God to His people is, always1 nec­
ess,ary: (a) that which brings 
His bles·sed promises to a dying 
world; (h) ..that which fore­
warns the inhabitants: of earth 
of any impending doom. Ac­
cordingly, God has sent different 
mess.ages· !betimes. to His· people 
of pas1t ageS!, and is still sending 
at the present time; becaus·e in 
every age our sinful world 
stands in need of a special mes­
sage to meet its special sinful 
conditi.on; therefore, upon the 
accejptance or rejection of these 
messages or PREiSEJNT TRUTH, 
man's eternal destiny is decided. 

Stepping :back to the days of 
Noah, we s·ee God sending a 
message of a coming flood. The 
acceptance of such a message 
which was a then present truth 
would mean salvation~ The fact 
concerning the flood will always 
be the truth, but such a mess·age 
cannot he preached today with 
the s•ame application. Why? 
Becaus·e it has: met its fulfilment 
and therefore ceased to be pres­
ent truth. 

The prophets· of old have her­
alded the mes,sages re the first 
advent of our Saviour. Micah 
spoke of His b :rthplace-Bethle­
hem. Micah 5 :2. Zechariah: of 
His riding into Jerusalem as 
King. Zech. 9:9. Isaiah, of His 
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s ufferings and death. Isa. 5·3, 
and Daniel of the time of His 
birth and death, etc. Dan. 9: 
24-27. And now, the time came 
when thes1e propheciies were ful­
filled. The flood came, and the 
peo.ple to whom that mess•age 
was· preached "knew not." It 
wrought i.ts1 destruction upon 
them, and ·only eight persons 
survived to tell the tale. Chris•t 
came and actually ful'filled ali 
the prophetic s1pecifications con­
cerning Himself. He was reject­
ed iby the majority who discred­
ited the messages and was ac­
cepted by the few who believed 
them. All these were messages 
of present truth for those times, 
and neither can they be preach­
ed today with equal emphasis. 
And what followed? 

-The. fact of His· crucifixion 
and resurrection subs:equently 
beca.me a mes1sage of present 
truth, which resulted in the per­
secution and martyrdom of 
many of its advocates. Though 
this message remains a present 
truth and will always he, yet its 
po1pularly believed and accepted 
by aU Christians, consequently, 
there is no necess1ity of special 
emphas,is· in its preaching. But 
is there a mes:sage of pres·ent 
truth for our day? . The answer 
is in the affirmative. 

Turning to Rev. 14:6-12, a 
threefold message is to be 
found: and now we have but to 
look around us and see the apos­
tate conditions as spoken of by 
the faithful apostle in order to 
know whether ,the .aJbove quoted 
meS~sage is applieable to our day. 
SaY's Peter: "For the time will 
come when they will not endure 
sound doctrine; hut after their 
own lnst shall they heap to 
thems·elves teachers having itch­
ing ears·; and they shall turn 
away their ears from the truth 
and shall be turned into fa:bles. 

When the ears of God's peo­
ple are turned from the truth to 
fables. they ceas-ed to be "true 
worshiperes·." It is obvions 
then, that a message will be nee. 
essary to reform their lives: from 
this· state ·of apostacy in order 
tha.t they may "worship in spir­
it and truth." 

In this threefold message .of 
Hev. 14, God is ealling upon the 
inha:bitants of earth to fear and 
give glory to Hillll who made the 
heaven and earth, the seas· and 
fountains of waters; this evi­
dently takes us to the fourth 

commandment and urges a S•ev­
enth-day Sabbath reform. The 
second meS'sage continues to 
~how the fall (moral) of Baby­
lon-the a'post,ate church, "be·· 
cause she made all nations drink 
of the wine of the wrath of her 
fornications,"-fa.J·se doctrines. 
Neither does it stop here. 

Becaus·e of the continued 
s;tate of apos,tacy and rebellion 
against these two mes•sages it 
behooves our merciful Father to 
send a thirdL--a message more 
dreadful and with more terrfble 
conseque'nces against its rej ee­
tion is not to be found in all the 
Scriptures. This: warns against 
the wors1hip of the beas•t and his 
image, and the receiving of his 
mark and the number .of his 
name. This threefo1d message 
and no other constitutes the 
PRESENT TRUTH for this last 
generation. 

Again the reader inquires, 
what is the "he.ast," his· "im­
age," and his "mark," etc.? The 
li.mitd space f.or this· article will 
not afford any explanation in 
thiis1 issue, lbut it will undoubted­
ly appear subsequently. Suffice 
it to say here that thi.s threefold 
mes.sage has !been expounded 
wherever the banner of Prince 
Immanuel is · unfurled by the 
peOiple who keep the command­
ments of God, including the Sev­
enth-day !Sabbath, commonly 
called Saturday. Very soon this 
mes-sage will he preached in all 
the world and J esus• will come.

Am­
ram and Jochebed, the parents, 
were both of the tr:he of Levi. 
Ex. 6 :14. J ochabed was espe­
cially a strong character.

E;gyiptian law, and she hid her 
babe three months; but when 
she sraw she could evade the of­
ficers no l·onger she fm~med the 
bold plan of putting the babe in 
the hasrk,et where Pharaoh's 
daughter came to bathe. She 
well knew none but one of royal 
blood could save the child in the 
face of the king's decree. 

We can picture the scene in 
Am ram.? sr cottage as J ochabed, 
with her heart uplifted to God 
in prayer, 'Prepared the basket. 
Miriam no douibt helped the 
mother in her labor of love, or 
cared for the wee boy: Aaron, 
that the mother might !be free. 
When all was prepared Miriam 
srtood off to watch. · Her ready 
wit and pre~Sence of mind were 
shown in her manner of ad­
dress,ing the princess: when the 
basket was· discovered.

When Israel came out 
from the Red' Sea, Miriam with 
a timbrel in hand, led all the

"calamity howler," telling of

timis,t, telling of "brighter days" 
and "clearer skies .. " He was the 
"man of sorrows" (lS'aiah 53 :3), 
and although never called "the 
man of joy," yet He ex;p·erienced 
joy, and spoke many joyful 
things. 

Christianity has: been design­
ed by s•ome as, the religion of 
sorrow. Its Founder is repre­
sented by most of the artists 
with a s~ad face. "Poets, too," 
as Irvin H . Evans said, "have so 
written of Him as; to preclude 
the thought that He could have 
ever known joy." 'Through suf­
fering . was He perfected (He­
brews. 5:8, 9), till at las~t that-

"visa,ge s1weet and comely, 
Marred by fouling stains and 

homely, 
Changed as to its !blooming 

color, 
All now turned to deathly pallor, 
Making heavenly hos1ts afeared." 

Yet, in compos1ing Christian­
ity's sonata, Jesus; so arranged 
the notes "to make a j.oyful noise 
unto God, "making living a 'Te 
Deum' or a 'Gloria in Excelsis,' 

He shows1 us. that-
"Our lives are songs.; 

God writes the word!s,, 
And we s;et them to music at 

leisure; 
And the song is sad, or the
