However, through it all God has 
brought us on our way; and 
looking back upon the varied 
experiences (some of them 
with features very discourag­
ing) through which we have 
passed, and the success which 
has attend~d our work in spite 
of it all, it surely tends to deep-

en our confidence in the leader­
ship of "Christ our Mighty 
Captain." 

Heavenly intellig-ences bore 
record that the 29th of May to 
the 7th of June f~ound us in 
·Conference reviewing the work 
of the ·past two years of this 
organization in Cuba, and lay­
ing plans for more aggressive 
work in the Island. 

It was certainly ten days of 
hard work. The executive corn-

. mittee at times at their work 
until 2 o'clock in the morning. 
This work was organized by 
Elder J. W. Manns in April, 
1923, with a small constituency 
of twenty members, with one 
DrdHined minister and three li­
centiates. It has since grown 
to nearly one hundred mem­
bers with two ordained minis-
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ters and six licentiates. Our 
work in this .field during those . 
days was carried forward with­
out one cent appropriated from 
the treasury of the General As­
sembly and the Conference 
found us free of debt and mon­
ey in our treasury to still carry 
forward our work. 

The tenth morning of our 
Conference found us at the 
waterside with a large crowd 
gathered to witness twelve 
souls buried with our Lord .in 
baptism and added to the 
church with many more wait­
ing in different parts of the Is- . 
land for this ordinance. These 
are the activities of the Sons of 
Ham in the Island of Cuba.

OF FREE SRVENTH-DAY 

ADVENTISTS IN CUBA 

West Indies is the name .of 
the group of islands southeast 
of the United States. Nearly 
all the islands are in torrid 
zone. Summer is the rainy 
season. 

The largest of these islands 
is Cuba. It is the youngest re­
public in all America. 

Cuha is long and narrow .. It 
is shaped like an alligator, with 
the head to the east. This is­
land has mountains along its 
southeast coast. There are also 
high hills in many parts of the 
island, but there are also large 
fertile plains. 

Cuba is in the torrid zone. It 
has hot weather most of the 
year, but it has a few cool 
months. The island has plenty 
of rainfall. Most of it falls in 
the hottest months. 

Cuba produces more sugar 
cane than any other country. 

There are wide fields of sug­
ar cane and ·there are great 
meadows. Many trees and 
plants yield sweet fruits, such 
as oranges, cocoanuts, bananas 
and pineapples. 

Most of the people of Cuba 
are white, but there are also 
many Negroes. The Cubans 
have good schools in every town 
of the island. 

Havana is the capital and 
largest city. It is also the chief 
port. The city is noted for its 
tobacco and cigars. It is also 
a great sugar market. 

Cuba has a population of 
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more than 2,898,905. Almost 
the whole population smoke, 
chew tobacco and drink coffee. 

Cuba was once entirely Cath­
olic, state-compelled Catholic­
ism. Since the establishment 
of the republic, Protestant mis­
sions have found a people for 
the most part .averse to "relig­
ion," because the name religion 
is to them synonymous with 
Catholicism, superstition, big­
otry, error. They are predis­
posed now to agnosticism, athe­
ism, and spiritualism, but the 
fear of the Catholic hereafter 
still exerts its terrible influence 
over them. 

During t-he early part of 1922 
Bro. E. A. White, of Moron, 
Cuba, wrote the President of 
the General Assembly of Free 
Seventh-day Adventists, invit­
ing him to that city, declaring 
that a company of Seventh-day 
Adventists of which he formed 
a part, had severed its eonnec­
tion with that denominatiron, 
and that the company desired 
to unite with the denomination 
of Free Seventh-day •Advent­
ists. 

The reasons given by this 
company for severing its con­
nection with the original body 
of Seventh-da,y Adventists, are 
the same reasons given for the 
existence of the denomination 
of Free Seventh-day Advent­
ists; whiCJh reasons are given in 
the little tract: "Why Free 
Seventh-day Advent~sts," pages 
11-13. 

In April, 1923, the writer an­
swered the Macedonian call of 
these brethren, which finally 
resulted in the organization of 
the first church of Free Sev­
enth-day Adventists at Moron. 
.The organization of the Cuban 
mission of Free Seventh-day 
Adventists was also organized 
with less than thirty members. 
There was one ordained minis­
ter and one ministerial licen­
tiate and three missi-onary li­
centiates. 

During the past two ye·ars 
there has been a gain of about 
70 members. There· has also 
been a gain in tithe and offer­
ings. 

At the last session of the 
Cuban Assembly convened at 
Moron May 29 to .June 8 re­
ports, showed that we now 
have five churches and com­
panies, two ordained ministers, 
six missionary licentiates and a 

church membership of about 
one hundred. 

At the close of the last s•es­
sion, twelve candidates were 
baptized. There are still oth­
ers awaiting baptism. A large 
crowd gathered on the banks to 
witness the scene. 

Plans were laid for special 
evangel1istic efforts during the 
coming year. We have every 
reason to be thankful to our 
Heavenly Father for His good­
ness to the children of men. 
May His name have the honor, 
praise and glory.

.According to announcement, 
the firs:t meeting of the Cuban 
Assembly convened in the hall 
used for religious service lby. the 
Moron Ghurch of Free S. D. A., 
Calle Mtirina 83, Moron, Cuba, 
Friday evening: May 29th, at 
7:45 ,p. m. 

The meeting opened with a 
song and prayer service. It being 
Sa'bbath evening, nothing of a 
business nature was considered. 
Most of the delegates from v.ari­
ous parts of the is1and were 
present. Prayer was offered by 
Bro. J. H. Buckland. 

Elder C. A. Edlwards, chair­
man of the Oonference, ad­
dressed the audience with words 
of greeting. He expressed his 
heartfelt gratitude to God for 
the blles·s,ings which have attend\.. 
ed the work of FreeS. D. A. dur­
ing the past two years'. He spoke 
of the increasing membership 
since the conference was organ­
ized two years: ago. He s:aid, this 
Assemjbly was organized in 
April, 19·23, with less· than thirty 
members. Today we have nearly 
one hundred Free :Sieventh-day 
Adveritis,ts in Cuba.

Elder Manns: Mr. Chairman, 
brethren and sisters, I can see 
from the !beams of l.ight on your 
fac.es th·at you are catching the 
vision; s:uch as, which we have 
gathered here for. We wiH study 
a few ;Scriplture'st together re­
garding tale--bearers1 and' tattlers. 

InEr.lke. 22 :9 we find in the 
church that there are men who 
carry . tal·es lind shed blood. Ac­
cording to 2 Chro. 2:5:19, It will 
be better if some of thes·e dis­
gruntled church members: to re-
main at home. . 

Again let us turn to Lev. 
19:16, 17. Here we read: "'Thou 
shalt not go up and down as a 
tal·e~bearer among thy people. 
Thou s·halt not hate thy !brother 
in thine heart. Thou shalt not 
in auy:wise rebuke thy neigh­
bor and not suffer s1in upon 
hi'm." 

Return again to 2 'Thes. 3 : 
11-15. In these Scriptures• we 
learn that some in the church 
were walking disorder:ly, work­
ing not at all, hut are busy­
bodies. Note: The apostle heard 



this, he did not see: this in this 
particular church, but he heard 
it; ev.idently, some one told him 
of these busy-bodies ; and since 
the news• was br.ought to him, 
he was, moved by ins!Piration to 
give iboth reproofs and exhor­
tations.. He said: Now them 
that are such we command and 
exort by our Lord Jesus Chris,t, 
that with quietness ·they work 
and! eat their own bread. And if 
any man obey not our word by 
this epistle, note that man and 
have no company with him. 

The apositle Paul said of s:uch: 
"Having damnation, because · 
they have caS't off their first 
faith. And with aH they learned 
to be .idli€t, wanderling about 
from house to house; and not 
only idle, ibut tattlers als:o 'busy­
bodies, s1peaking things which 
they ought not," 1 'Tim. 5:12, 13. 
Do you have some of this clsas 
in the Moron Church? or in the 
Culb'an Ass:e:mhly? I can tell you 
we have a f.ew in the United 
States. (From; th~l audience·: · 
Many in Culba, too!) 

Take the admonition found in 
1 Pet. 4:15: "Hut let none of 
you suffer· as a murderer or as, 
a thief, or as an ev:i'l-doer or as 
a busy-hody in other men's mat­
ters·." Brethren, do you think 
I have heard something? Yes, 
I have; m'any things' have 'been 
written to me, and with the 
Apostle P ·au.l, I must say, I part­
ly believe them. 

Let us. al.l seek God for a 
deeper eJGper.ience and a fuHer 
knowledge of His love towards 
us:. 'Let each :one put away the 
evil of his: doings. May this Con­
ference s:es•sion prove a bless'ing 
to e·ach of us. In Prov. ·20 :3, 
we read: "It is an honor for 
a · !nan to ceas·e from strife, bu:t 

·every FOOL will ibe meddling." 
Note: Whenev·er you see a man 
medd1ing into the affairs of an­
other, that man is,• a fool. I ad­
monish you: FoHow the apos­
tle's instructions: Study to be 
quiet and! d:o your own business·. 
(From the audi·ence: Amen!) 

We learn from Prov. 18 :5-9, 
"It is not g·ood to accept the 
person of the wicked, to over­
throw the righteous in judg­
ment. A fool's -lips enter into 
contention and his mouth calleth 
for strokes•. The words of a tale­
bear·er are as wounds." 

In Prov. 26:12-28: "Where 
no word is: there the fire g·oeth 
out; so where there is no tale-
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bearer the S'trife ceaseth. Who 
s:o diggeth a pit s'hal:l fall there­
in; and he that r.dlleth a stone, it 
wHl return upon him.
