Each mocked the manifestation 
of the Holy Spirit, Act. 2:13. 
Sis. E. G. W.hite to Elder Olsen, 
General Conference, president 
Cooranborg N. S. W. May 31, 
1896. Result, divine withdrawal, 
Jer. 12:7. Test 8, P. 250, though 
with reluctance. Test. 5, P. 212. 
Rev. 3:20. 

But the time came for a re­
formation, Reb. 9:10; Test. 8, 
250, and the great reformer re­
organized the church with but 
twelve men, John, 6:70. If they 
would accept him and his mes­
sage he would have reformed the 
entire church and change their 
ideas, habits and practices. They

Mod­
ern Israel, Laodiceans, or Sev­
enth Day Adventists organiza­
tion which followed in the foot­
steps of Ancient Israel, Test. 
5 :·94. Naturally has .similar ex­
perienced "the divine presence 
and glory departed"! Test. Vol. 
8 P. 250. As a consequence, 
churches and institutions com­
prising the· organization intend­
ed as the Lord's instrumentali­
ties to do a specific work, Test. 
1, P. 106, have been turned into 
desecrated shrines, Vol. 8, 68. 
And Sister White who side by 
side with her husband laboured

ship and privation for the up­
building of these institutions, 
Vol. 1:105-107, would rather, 
said she, "lay a child of mine in 
his grave than have him go there 
to see these principles mangled 
and preverted." Gen. Gonf. Bul. 
1901, P. 25. Hence a call for a 
thorough reformation, Vol. 8, 
251. 

Reformation Defined 
God calls for a spiritual re­

vival and a spiritual re.foration 
... Rival signifies a renewal of 
spiritual life, reformation signi­
fies a reorganization, a change of 
ideas and theories, habits and 
practices. . Sis. White, Review, 
Feb. 25, 1902. Reorganization 
according to Webster, means to 
organize anew, to reduce again 
to an organized condition. And· 
to this agree the following state­
ment by Sis. White at the gen­
eral conference, Battle Creek, 
April 1, 1901. "There must be 
an entirely new organization. 
There must be a renovation 
without delay. God means what 
He says. I want a change here. 
... The work all over the field 
demands an entirely different 
course of action than we have 
had. There needs the laying of 
a foundation that is different 
froni what we have had." 

To any well thinking person it 
is as clear as word can make it · 
that the present organization of 
Seventh Day Adventists is en­
tirely set aside, for even a new 
foundation is demanded. Then 
are the Laodiceans spued out? 
Yes. What need for an entirely 
new organization if the present 
one was still in favor with God? 
And if she is still in favor with 

God what is the meaning of such 
statements as found in Sis. 
White's writing so many times 
such as displeasure of the Lord 
surely resting upon them, Vol. 
5, 94. "Spirit of the Lord de­
parted,'' Vol. 1, 113. ~"Divine 
presence and glory departed,'~ .. 
Vol. 8, 250. "Christ has depart­
ed," Vol. 2, 442; Vol. 5, 240. "Sa- · 
tan plant his hellish banner in 
the stronghold." (gen. conf.), 
Vo.I. 2, 440; Vol. 5, 12-14; 2 Cor. 
4:3, 4, and Satan working· side 
by side with the organization 
and their plans are worked by 
his methods. Test. to Min. P. 
336. 

An Eighth Church 
This eighth church idea is be­

ing used to deceive the unstable 
and unlearned; but is this en­
tirely new organization called 
for to be an eighth church? No! 
The church called Laodicean in 
Rev. 3:14-17 means the church 
in the judgement period which 
begun since 1844 and as long as 
the judgment •lasts the church 
during that period is the Laodi­
cean. · But in two forms Apos­
tate, and reform. or the small 
number of those now professing 
to believe the truth, Test., Vol. 
2, P. 445. Which small number 
called the remnant, Rev. 12:14. 
Will decide to return to the Lord. 
Hosea 6:1-3. Isiah 1:9, and 10: 
20-22; Rom. 11:5. But Apos­
tate Laodicean will never be re­
formed on the whole we are told, 
and these will be strong opposi­
tion to the Reforr.ners who are_ 
forced to turn away from the 
ehurches they love. B. T. School, 
May, 1907.

Dec., 1925, week of prayer issue, 
we are told by one of its writers 
that it is not a new organization 
that is needed, and in Dec., 1926; 
week of prayer issue we are told 
by another of its writers that the 
Lord will never set aside that 
organization. Now reader com­
pare those two statements with 
that of the prophetess above and 
see if they agree. But it reminds 
me of a statement found in Test. 
Vol. 5, P. 79. As follows: "The 
prevailing spirit of our time is 
that of infidelity and apostasy­
a spirit of pretended illumina­
tion because of a kno.wledge of 
the truth, but in reality of the 
blindest presumption.

It is pronounceJ. absurd, mysti­
cal, and unworthy of an intelli­
gent mind. God has shown me 
that these men are angels. (Heb. 
Archangel which means c1evils 
or representatives of Satan, Sev. 
16 :8), to prove a scourge tc our 
p :oople. They are wise above 
what is written. This unbelief 
of the Very '!'ruth of God's 
Words, because human judge­
ment cannot comprehend the 
myst0ries of His work, is found 
in every di~trid, in all ranks of 
society. It is taught in most of 
our schools and comes in the les­
sons of the nurseries (Sabbath 
School quarterlles). Thousands 
who profess to be Christians 
give heed to lying spirit~." Read­
er, in the name of Him who bled 
to ~save you will you trus1: your 
salvation in the hands .of men 
such as these? We Free Seventh 
Dad A~dventists will not. Instead 
of being angry and blaspheme at 
the exposition of these truths 
like· ancient Israel, Act 13 :45; 
18:6; .be noble like the Bereans, 
Act 17:11, and read these things 

·for yourself and see if the pres­
ent organization called Seventh 
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Day Adventist is not entirely out 
of harmony with God, and has 
invited and asssited Satan to 
take hold of the center of their 
work, and most of her methods 
is after the working of Satan.

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DO WE COMMIT SACRILEGE 
BY DEPARTING FROM 
OUR FORMER CHURCH? 

"Watch Y e, Stand Fast in the 
Faith, Quit You Like Men, 

Be Strong!, 

As soon as one accepts Christ 
. and is converted, his name is 

enrolled in the book of life as a 
candidate for eternal life: This 
book contains the names of all 
who are members of the true 
church. If we prove disloyal to 
Christ, and refuse to walk in the 
light, we thereby separate our­
selves from the fold of His 
church, and in the day of judg­
ment our names will be removed 
from the book of life. Those 
who are converted and are faith­
fully walking in all the light they 
have, constitute the membership 
of the true church of Christ. 
These at present are scattered 
throughout the various denomi­
nations. 

Many professed Christians en­
tertain the idea that to separate 
from the denomination in which 
they have been reared in is sac­
rilege; but this does not neces­
sarily follow. If this were so, 
then the Reformers committed 
sacrilege by separating from the 
Church of Rome. There is but 
one source of authority to which 
the Christian can pledge un­
swerving allegiance, and that is 
Christ. .So long as a denomina­
tion remains loyal to Christ, we 
can affiliate with it, but as soon 
as it refuses to keep pace with 
the pillar of cloud as it advances 
toward the promised land, we 
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are forced to choose between it 
and Christ; to stay longer with 
that organization is to become a 
partaker of her sins and receive 
of her plagues. See Rev. 18:4. 
The salvation of believers de­
pends upon their loyalty to 
Christ regardless of earthly ties, 
or even of life itself. Some peo­
ple go so far as to assert their 
allegiance to their particular de­
nomination by declaring that 
they will remain members of 
that church as long as they live. 
This is a most dangerous posi­
tion, and if maintained would 
eventually lead to a separation 
from Christ. Our only purpose 
should be to maintain our mem­
bership in the one body of which 
Christ is head. 

Many ·seventh-day Adventists 
like "Melancthon", characterize 
Crawfish, they go backwards. 

In every Reformation, there 
are to be found those that are 
fearful, timorous, weak-kneed; 
and, those that are tenderfoots. 
Melancthon though a good man 
had not that force of purpose as 
his friend Luther. He was in­
clined to have things easy with 
the papacy,-loth to break away 
entirely from his jurisdiction, 
and as a consequence of his pas­
sive position,; the Reformation 
was in danger of collapsing, and 
return to the bondage of spir­
itual tyranny. He was endeavor­
ing to keep the peace with Rome, 
and thus clothe the gospel with 
sack cloth. Seeing this, Luther 
wrote to him as follows: "But 
if, which Christ forbid, you do 
not put forward the gospel-if 
on the contrary you shut up that 
glorious eagle in a sack, Luther 
-doubt it not-Luther will 
come and gloriously deliver the 
eagle. As certainly as Christ 
lives, that shall be done; thus 
spoke Luther, but in vain: every­
thing in Augsburg was tending 
towards approaching ruin; Me­
lancthon had a bandage over his 
eyes that nothing could tear off. 
He no longer listened to Luther, 
and could not for popularity. "It 
does not become us," said he, "to 
be moved by the clamours of the 
vulgar; we must think of peace 
and of posterity. If we repeal 
the episcopal jurisdiction, what 
will be the consequence to our 
descendants? . . . Besides, too 
much dissimilarity in the 

churches is mJ urious to peace: 
we must unite with the bishops, 
lest the infamy of schism should 
overwhelm us forever." Thus it 
is today. There may be those in 
this reform movement who are 
timorous; who fear to take a de­
cided stand against injustice and 
oppression. They are threatened 
with a boycott of our literature 
that no Sabbath school pamph­
lets will be sold to them; neither 
periodicals of any kind. So they 
ask what shall we do? Shall we 
do without the Sabbath School 
pamphlets and our other period­
icals? Suppose we were cast 
into prison for the gospel sake, 
would we do without them? 
Would our persecutors allow us 
to be supplied with them, or to 
read them there? The time is 
not far distant when this boy­
cotting will be carried on exten­
sively. No man will buy or sell 
anything to you. That means 
Sabbath School pamphlets and 
periodicals, too. Be men! Your 
salvation does not depend upon 
the Sabbath School Pamphlets, 
or upon the boycotted period­
icals, but rather upon Jesus 
Christ. But as far as the Sab­
bath School pamphlets are con­
cerned, we can unite up the les­
sons and in time we shall unite 
up other periodicals as we have 
begun to do with The Banner. 

Continuing, the historian 
said: "The evangelicals too read­
ily listened to Melancthon, and 
vigorously labored to bind to the 
papacy by the bonds of the hier­
archy that church which God 
had so wonderfully emancipated. 
ed into the nets of its enemies. 
Protestantism rushed blindfold:_ 
ed the return of the Lutherans 
Already serious •voices announc­
into the bosom of the Romish 
Church. "They are preparing 
their defection, and are passing 
over to the Papist," said Zwin­
gle. 

But Philip of Hesse endeav­
ored io check the fall of protes­
tantism. ·"When we begin to 
yield, we always yield more" 
wrote he to his ministers at 
Augsburg. "Declare therefore 
to my allies, that I reject these 
perditious conditions. If we are 
Christians, what we should pur­
sue is, not our own advantage, 
but the consolation of so many 
weary and afflicted consciences, 
for whom there is no salvation 



if we take away the word of God. 
... If the Baptists will permit 
the free preaching of the pure 
gospel, let us come to under­
standing with . them;· for the 
truth will be the strongest, and 
will root out all the rest. But if 
not, no. This is not the move­
ment to yield, but to remain firm 
even to death. Baffle these fear­
ful combinations of Melancthon, 
and tell the deputies of the cities 
from me, to be men, and not 
women. Let us fear nothing: 
God is with us." History of the 
Reformation, Vol. P. P., 259-262. 

And let us, too, "baffle these 
fearful combinations" of passive 
resistance, that some who once 
focused this reform movement, 
are now exercising; being bribed 
to operate against the movement, 
and to bring us again under the 
iron heels of Conference official-
ism.

SATAN THE MASTER 
COUNTERFEITER 

Does the Working of a Miracle 
Or a Wonder Prove Any­

thing? 

In the last days Satan will per­
form great miraCles in an at­
tempt to bring the whole world 
to accept his false doctrines. The 
human mind is always deeply 
impressed by the miraculous. 
Thus it was that Simon was able 
for a long time to bewitch" the 
people of Samaria, "giving out 
that himself was some great 
one: to whom they all gave heed, 
from the least to the greatest, 
saying, This man is the great 
power of God." Acts 8: 9, 10. 
These people were deceived by 
his miraole-working power. 
They thought that he was the 
great power of God, when in 
reality his sorcery was a mani­
festation of the power of Satan. 

Method of Deception 
This is the way Satan will de­

ceive the world. Just before the 
end he will work with all power, 
signs and lying wonders. (2 
Thessalonians 2 :9.) He will 
lead the people to accept his 
false doctrines by the perform­
ance of great signs and wonders, 
and will attempt to substantiate 
these doctrines by the same sign 
that was once used by the Lord 
in the demonstration of His true

worship. In the time of Elijah, 
God sent fire down from heaven 
in answer to the prayer of His 
prophet, that all the people gath­
ered on Mount Carmel might 
distinguish between the false 
worship of Baal and the true 
worship of Jehovah. In Satan's 
final effort to swing the whole 
world over to the false worship 
of Antichrist, and thus capture 
the world for himself, he will 
counterfeit this sign that Elijah 
used. Satan will bring fire down 
from heaven for the purpose of 
leading the people into the false 
worship of Antichrist. (Revela­
tion 13:13, 14.) He will deceive 
the people of the earth by means 
of those miracles which he has 
power to perform. 

Some People Will Believe 
Anything 

The majority of persons al­
ways seem ready to accept any 
teaching that is supported by 
miracles and wonders, without 
ever comparing it with the Bible 
to see if it be true. The impres­
sion prevails that the perform­
ance of great miraCles in connec­
tion with the preaching of a cer­
tain doctrine, is proof that such 
teachings are from God. If some 
miracle-working man were to 
arise, preaching doctrines direct­
ly contrary to the Bible, many 
persons would accept those false 
doctrines as the truth just be­
cause of the miracles performed. 

We need to remember that 
just as there are two kinds of 
angels,-the good and the evil 
(Matthe·w 25:21, 41) ,-so there 
are these two sources of mira­
cles. The ability to perform 
miracles does not constitute an 
absolute proof that . the per­
former is of God. In Revelation 
16:14, we are plainly told that in 
the last days the spirits of devils 
will work miracles. When 
Christ's kingdom is set up, many 
will be found on th outside, who 
will claim to have cast out de­
mons and to have done many 
wonderful works in His name. 
('Matthew 7 :21-23.) God has 
plainly warned us against being 
led astray by those signs and 
wonders that teach 'Us to do con­
trary to His holy law. (Deuter­
onomy 13 :1-3.) 

A Master Counterfeiter 
Sa tan is ever seeking to coun­

terfeit the works of God. He 
knows that the closer he can 
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make his counterfeit resemble 
the genuine, the more persons he 
cah deceive thereby. 

As the magidans of Egypt at­
tempted to counterfeit the work 
of God as performed by his serv­
ant Moses, so in the last days Sa­
tan will attempt to make his er­
rors look like God's truth, so that 
many will be deceived by his 
counterfeits. ('2 Timothy 3:1, 7, 
8.) The magicians of Egypt, 
under the influence of Satan, 
were able to counterfeit three of 
the miracles that God performed 
through Moses; namely, turning 
rods into serpents, turning the 
waters of Egypt into blood, and 
bringing swarms of frogs up 
from the river. 

In the last days, Satan will 
work the same way to deceive 
the world. "Such are false apos­
tles, deceitful workers, trans­
forming themselves into the 
apostles of Christ. And no mar­
vel; for Satan himself is trans­
formed into an angel of light. 
Therefore, it is no great thing 
if his ministers also be trans­
formed as the ministers of 
righteousness; whose end shall 
be according to their works." 2 
Corinthians 11:13-15. The more 
nearly a counterfeit coin looks 
like the genuine, the more per­
sons are fooled. It is in this way 
that Satan would sweep the 
whole world into his net, if it 
were possible. _ When the coun­
terfeit is thus made to appear 
like the truth, we shall need to 
know the exact truth of the 
Bible, in order to avoid being 
misled. 

Jesus pointed out the subtlety 
of these last-day deceptions. 
"There shall arise false Christs 
and false proph~ts, and shall 
show great signs and wonders so 
as to lead astray, if possible; 
even the elect." Matthew 24:24, 
A. R. V. Satan will make these 
false doctrines to resemble so 
closely the true, that persons 
who have the truth will be 
tempted to throw it away as 
something that is not genuine. 
All but the elect will be misled 
by these deceptive signs and ly­
ing wonders. 

Why will the elect not be de­
ceived? The next verse answers 
that question: "Behold, I have 
told you before." Matthew 24: 
25. To be forewarned ought to 
make us forearmed. Bible 
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prophecy unmasks these latter~ 
day delusions. Those who give 
heed to God's prophetic Word 
will be on their guard against 
these great deceptions. The 
elect will n9t be led astray, be­
cause they know the Word of 
God. 

Bible Students Not Deceived 
Jesus has promised that those 

who cling to His word will be 
kept safe in this hour of tempta­
tion that will try all the people 
which dwell upon the earth. 
(Revelation 3 :10.) We need to 
realize that unless we fortify 
our minds with the true teach­
ings of the Bible, we shall be 
swept off our feet by these delu­
sions. One great writer says: 
"Only those who have been dili­
gent students, of the Scriptures, 
and who have received the love 
of the truth, will be shielded 
from the powerful delusion that 
takes the world captive." "None 
but those who have fortified the 
mind with the truths of the Bible 
will stand through the last great 
conflict." Then the most im­
portant matter demanding our 
attention today is carefully to 
study the Bible to obtain a 
knowledge of its truths, that we 
may be kept in this coming hour 
of temptation. 

God's people must not believe 
every teaching that is presented; 
but they must try Lhe spirits, to 
see whether they are of God. ( 1 
John 4 :1.) They are to prove 
all things, and to hold fast that 
which is good. (I Thessalonians 
5 :21.) They should accept noth­
ing until . they have proved its · 
truthfulness by the Bible. God 
has given His people an unfail­
ing test, which will enable them 
always to distinguish truth from 
error. 'To the laws and to the 
testimony: if they speak not ac­
cording to this word, it is be­
cause there is no light in them." 
Isaiah 8:20. 

The Testing Rod of Truth 
When you are in doubt, apply 

this testing rod, and it will show 
you the trut doctrine. Every doc­
trine that comes from God will 
be found to be in harmony with 
His law and His Word. If some 
man arises who does wonderful 
things and performs great mira­
cles, and yet his teachings are 
contrary to the law of God, this 
is proof that he is not of God. 
"If there arise among you a 
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prophet, or a dreamer of dreams, 
and giveth thee a sign or a won­
der, and the sign or the wonder 
come to pass. where of he spake 
unto thee, saying, Let us go after 
other gods, which thou hast not 
known, and let us serve them; 
thou shalt not hearken unto the 
words of that prophet, or that 
dreamer of dreams : for the Lord 
your God proveth you, to know 
whether ye love the Lor\!1 your 
God v ith all your heart and with 
all . your soul." Deuteronomy 
13: 1-3. 

The nearer we come . to the 
end, the more Satan's deceptive 
workings will appear. (Revela­
tion 12 :12.) But God will coun­
teract these multiplied delusions 
by causing additional truth to 
shine forth from His Word. 
(Daniel 12 :4.) Hence, the 
brighter the light of truth will 
shine.

When the 
crisis comes, there will be only 
two classes-those who will 
receive the truth and be saved, 
and those who will believe a lie 
and be lost. (2 Thessalonians 2: 
8-13.) In which class shall we 
be found?

WIFEHOOD 

Many books have been writ­
ten and lectures given on the 
"ideal wife," and yet nowhere 
can be found in so few words 
such a beautiful and complete 
portrayal of her as we read in 
Proverbs 31. Here we have, in 
this one typical woman, business 
ability, kindness and considera­
tion for others, strength and 
courage, joyfulness ·and praise, 
tact and wisdom. She is an 
early-rising mistress, an indus­
trious, practical housekeeper, 
and a faithful wife and mother. 

A's a maiden enters upon mar­
ried life, all her interests, which 
before have been individual, are 
from henceforth to be merged 
into the interests of another. · 
There is now to be so strong a 
bond of sympathy between two 
persons that whatever affects 
one will equally affect the other. 
That which is important to one 
is equally important to the other. 

With married life come many 
new duties for the young wife. 
She should strive to keep the 
best of herself for her husband. 
Let her seek to familiarize her­
self with his interests and habits 
of thought, and be intellig-ent 
about his business. 

The average husband is only 
too glad to find his wife inter­
ested in his affairs. It is a won­
derful help nad encouragement 
to a man when he is certain of 
finding some one at home with 
whom he can take counsel. 

"If there should come a time, as 
·well there may, 

When sudden tribulation 
smite thine~ heart, 

And thou dost come to me for 
help and stay 

And comfort, how shall I per­
form my part? 

How can I make my heart a 
resting place, · 

A shelter safe when strong 
temptations smite?" 

A woman who desires to be a 
true wife will not fail her hus­

. band in any of these particulars. 
When the husband comes 

home tired at night, it is well for 
the young wife to avoid telling 
him :of every little annoyance 
that has arisen during the day. 
Tell him the pleasant things. Let 
him feel that his home, however 
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simple, is a haven of rest, and 
his wife the guardian angel of its 
peace. 

One should rise above the an-
. noyances and frequent irrita­
tions of domestic life, and not be­
come a nagging wife. Nothing 
will drive a husband l'l.nd chil­
dren from home more quickly 
than a grumbling, scolding wife 
and mother. She may work and 
sacrifice for them from morning 
until evening, but nothing will 
atone for this deplorable habit. 

Pettish, childish tears seldom 
touch a man's heart, and yet it 
is right and important from the 
moment married life begins to 
tell him every reasonable heart­
ache one haS; It is not foolish 
nor sentimental to keep the wed­
ding · day always fresh in the 
memory. 

When mother hood is added to 
wifehood, the young mother 
sometimes makes the mistake of 
forgetting in her new love and 
responsibilities for her children, 
that she has duties to her hus­
band. Oftentimes she has ex­
perienced her first feelings of 
neglect as she has confined her­
self too closely to the nursery 
and to domestic tasks, in minis­
tering to the physical needs of 
her family. 

Few husbands like to feel that 
they are neglected, even for their 
children; and if one is suddenly 
deprived of the whole ·of his 
wife's society, he may seek en­
tertainment outside the home. 

A wife may not always agree 
with her husband, but if she dif­
fers with a kindly, ladylike dig­
nity, the husband who is a true 
gentleman will respect her none 
the less for this difference of 
opmwn. As they counsel and 
plan together, each will become 
broader and more useful because 
of looking at different sides of 
the questions which may arise. 
' A grandfather once gave to 
his granddaughter on her wed­
ding night the following good 
advice: "It is one of the finest 
arts ever studied by woman to 
learn how to keep her husband 
her lover. Master this secret, 
and yours will . be a happy 
wedded life." In a beautiful 
book on English literature we 
find the following on the dedica­
tory page: "To My Wife: ;Best 
of companions and truest of 
friends." What a peep these 
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few words give us into the rela­
tionship which existed between 
this husband and wife ! 

Some years ago two women 
sat on the veranda of an Indian 
Ocean summer resort. The sun 
was slowly setting, and they 
were looking out across the bay 
to the mountains beyond. They 
talked of their girlhood, and also 
mentioned the experiences of 
married life. One was a hard­
working, untidy-looking woman 
who was doing all in her power 
to keep together a home. Her 
efforts were little appreciated, 
however, by her husband and 
children. Her whole manner 
was that of a woman who had 
lost the last spark of courage. 
It was her. fiftieth birthday, and 
she remarked to her companion 
that thirty years ago her hus­
band had walked all the way 
from the mountain pass twenty 
miles distant to spend the eve­
ning with her, but today he 
would not trouble to cross the 
street to be in her company. The 
listener knew that what she said 
was all too true, but she could 
not help but wonder whether, if 
the wheels of time could be 
turned backward, the disheart­
ened, discouraged wife could 
have inade a better beginning as 
a bride. If s}:le had onJy begun 
twenty years earlier to study 
how to keep her husbcmd a lover, 
hers would doubtless have been a 
far diffierent experience on this 
anniversary day. 

There is a wonderful lesson in 
the experience of the unselfish 
young girl who married Audu­
bon. Yearning for her own 
home, yet realizing that it was 
neoessary for her husband to 
journey thousandJ of miles and 
give months of study to the 
habits and haunts of certain 
birds, she determined to go with 
him into the forests, living now 

· in tents and again in some rude 
cabin, until the children came. 
Then it was necessary for her to 
remain ·behind while he went 
abroad. At last the naturalist 
cam·e home after a long absence 
to fulfill the long-cherished 
dream of years of quiet study by 
his own fireside; but he found 
that mice had destroyed his 
drawings · and ruined his 
sketches left in his studio. He 
was numb with grief and disap­
pointment, but his brave wife · 
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led him to the gate and sent him 
back into the forest, saying that 
there was no valley so deep, no 
wilderness so distant, but that 
his thought, turning homeward, 
would see the light burning 
brightly for him. 

What a noble example of loyal 
wifehood do we find in the life 
of Ann Hasseltine Judson, when 
she journeyed across the Indian 
sands with her infant in her 
arms, to carry to her husband 
food prepared by her own loving 
hands. How her bravery must 
have cheered him in his lonely 
prison cell! 

Martin Luther said many 
beautiful things about marriage, 
and in speaking of his own wife, 
paid this tribute: "The heart of 
her husband doth safely trust in 
her." "God," he says, "has en­
dowed women with noble and 
great virtues which, when they 
are modest, faithful, and believ­
ing, far overbalance their little 
failings and infirmities."

HOW CAN I MAKE VISITORS

Trying faithfully to apply the 
golden rule to those who might 
come to our church, I should first 
give the stranger a cordial hand­
shake and learn his name. N oth­
ing makes a person feel quite so 
well acquainted as to be called 
by his own name when spoken 
to. 

Then I should find a place for 
him in a class best suited to his 
age, and after introducing him 
to each member of the class, I 
should encourage him to take 
part in the lesson by. giving him 
a Bible if necessary. This might 
be his first introduction to the 
Book of books. 

At the close of the lesson, I 
should try to let him know how 
much we appreciated his visit, 
and give him an earnest invita­
tion to come again. And not 
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wishing: to confine my interest in 
him to Sabbaths only, I should 
learn his residence address, and 
call during the week. Perhaps 
sickness or death has brought 
him to our doors, and sympathy 
and comfort are needed. 

The following incident may 
serve as an example of the good 
which may be accomplished by 
making strangers feel at home 
with us: A woman in the East 
was advised by physicians to 
take her daughter to the West 
as the only means of saving her 
life. Consequently, she found 
herself a stranger in a large 
city. It was then she remem­
bered the God her mother had 
worshiped, and decided to attend 
services at one of our churches. 
She was given a hearty welcome · 
at the church, and was visited by 
different members during the 
week. Hefore she returned to 
her home in the East, she had 
given her life wholly to God. 
Eternity alone will show the 
good results that have been ac­
complished by making strangers 
and visitors feel at home in our 
Sabbath school. 

If each of us felt his dutv to 
make at least one strange; or 
visitor "feel at home with us" 
each week, I am sure no one 
would ever leave our Sabbath 
school without feeling he was 
more than welcome.
