I left New York on January
15th for Brunswick, Ga. On my
arrival at Brunswick I found all
the believers well and very cour-
ageous and strong in the faith.

If she had not first
stopped to look at the tree which
God had told her not to taste or
touch, Satan could not have had
control over her. But when she
turned aside to see, the devil,
watching the opportunity, at
once entered the ear, contra-
dicted God, and then softened it
by his explanation. This is an
old trick of the devil. It cap-
tured the woman, controlled her
mind, then her seeing, feeling,
and  tasting were perverted.
‘“And when the woman saw that
the tree was good for food, and
that it was pleasant to the eyes,
and a tree to be desired to make
one wise, she took of the fruit,” .
etc. The tree was neither good
for food or desirable to make one
wise, only in sin. If it had been
good for food, God would have
given it to them. If it had been
desirable for the eyes, or to
make one wise, then she would
have had it for that purpose
from her Creator. But Satan so-
controlled her mind that he per-
verted her taste, her seeing, and
her feelings. Through her in-
tellect, Satan controlled her
physically.

Here is the strong fort of the
devil. When the judgment is per-
verted men see evil for good, and
good for evil. When the devil hag
erected this fort in the human
soul, disease and death is the re-
sult,——m‘th g@aritual, intellectual,
and physical,—for when the
foundation is removed, what can
the righteous do. As soon as
Satan can get the control of the
mind, he takes his seat in the
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heart, erects his telegraph office,
sends his dispatches to every
member of the body. The appe-
tite craves.food that is not good;
the feelings rule the judgment,
man Yyields, and sickness and
death is the result. A wife and
children are left to mourn the
loss of a kind husband and ten-
der father, society is robbed of
.a good man and the sin of the
whole affair is charged up to
God’s providence. Then Satan
sets up a hellish laugh and is
glorified. It is thus that sin
reigns. Where is there a remedy ?

We answer, take the Word of
God as an infallible rule of life,
believe what God says without
any discount. Eat and drink to
the glory of God, regulate ev-
erything in harmony with God’s
Word. But a few ever realize
the precious treasure they have
in the Bible.

Forty-
two times that word occurs in
these few chapters. “These
things are written that we might
know.” “I do not believe that it
is the mind of God we should go
through the world in darkness,
not knowing whether we have
been saved or not.

“I think the best book on As-
gurance is the first epistle of
John. If you are in doubt about
your own salvation, read it, and
yow will know. “I think Christ
taught this doctrine very clearly
when the disciples came back to
Him after He had sent them out
by twos. They were greatly re-
joiced because they had had such
wonderful power, but he seemed
to check them, and said, “I will
give you something to rejoice
for. Rejoice that your names are
written in heaven.” He wanted
them to know it.

Do vou think Paul, amid all
his difficulties and persecutions,
would have gone right on if he
had not known his name was
written in heaven ? Do you think
these martyrs would have gone
to the stake if they had had any
doubt about their salvation? It
is the privilege of every child of
God to walk in the light—to say,
“Abba, Father! Heaven is my
home: God is my Father! Jesus
Christ is my .Saviour.”

WHAT IS SCRIPTURAL
MEANING OF THE
TERM MESSENGER?

The term ‘“messenger’ occurs
in the Old Testament over one
hundred times, and has but one
meaning; namely, a forerunner,
or one sent with a message, ir-

. respective of good or bad news.

Jacob ‘“sent messengers before
him to Esau.” Gen. 32:3. Saul

“sent messengers to take David.”

1 Sam. 19:14-24. -

Haggai, the prophet, was the
Lord’s messenger. Then spake
Haggai, the Lord’s messenger, in
the Lord’s message, unto the
people. Hag. 1:13.

Jesus defines a messenger as
more than an ordinary prophet.
Regarding John the Baptist He
says: “What went ye out for to
see? A prophet? Yea, I say
unto you and much more than a
prophet. This is he of whom it
is written, Behold, I send my
messenger before thy face,
which shall prepare thy way be-
fore thee, For I say unto you,
among those that are born of
women there is not a greater
prophet than John the Baptist.”
Luke 7:26-28. Here it is shown
that John was not only a proph-
et, but a messenger; and because
he was a messenger as well as
a prophet, it was the highest
calling of any individual ever
born of woman. Let this fact be
well considered. The fact that a
prophet is a messenger does not
lessen the importance of his tes-
timony, but adds much to it.

The term “apostle” is defined
by Young in his concordance as
‘“a sending forth.” A man may
be a minister, or an evangelist,
but not an apostle, or a prophet.
This is shown by the following
text where both terms are used.
“That he may take part of this
ministry and apostleship.” Acts
1:25; Rom. 1:1. The twelve dis-
ciples that Jesus sent forth were
apostles in the highest sense, but
there is no evidence that either
Matthew or Mark were prophets.
Matt. 10:2; Luke 6:13. An apos-
tle is not necessarily a prophet.
“And God hath set some in the
church, first apostles, secondar-
ily prophets.” And then he adds,
“Are all prophets? Are all teach-
ers? Are all workers of mir-
acles ? Have all the gifts of heal-
ing? . . . Do all interpret?”’ 1
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Cor. 12:28-31.

An apostle is one who leads
out in the work of God; and he
is a messenger. A prophet may
also be a messenger.

‘Moses and Paul possessed
geveral gifts. Both were proph-
ets; both were apostles; both
were evangelists, or ministers;
they were both organizers, and
both were workers of miracles.
But it is unusual for one person
to possess all the gifts. God en-
dows individuals with gifts ac-
cording to the importance of
their work and the period in
which they live. ’

There will be nothing wanting
in the agencies that God uses in
the closing work of the gos-
pel. We, therefore, find these
various gifts manifested in the
chosen instrument which God
is using in the closing work.
This is necessary to bring into
the church a unity of the faith.
Eph. 4:3-16.

IS A PERSON
CONSCIOUS IN DEATH?

To be able to answer this all
important question intelligently,
we must consult the Bible,
which is the Word of God. God
in times past answered this
question for all ages, and it is
forever settled. That death is an
absolute cessation of conscious
existence is taught by the wise
man in Eccles. 9:5, 6. “The liv
ing know that they shall die:
but the dead know not anything,
neither have they any more a
reward ; for the memory of them
is forgotten. Also their love,
and their hatred, and their envy,
is now perished;
they any more a portion for-
ever in anything that is done
under the sun.” This surely is
sufficient to settle this whole
question for every soul who is
willing to take the plain words
of the Bible rather than the
theories of men. No words could
have been chosen by the inspired
writer to make the truth of
man’s unconsciousness in death
any plainer than those which are
used in this passage.

Analyze this verse carefully.
Note its brief but clear state-
ments. “The living know” some-
thing—‘“that they shall die.”
There is intelligence and knowl-

neither have:

edge with those who are alive;
and this is just the opposite of
death. “But the dead know not
anything.” There is no intelli-
gence and knowledge in death.
Death is the exact opposite of
life. And ‘“‘the memory of them
is forgotten.” In death they do
not recall the scenes of life, as
the spiritualist medium seeks to
teach.

And their love has ceased.
While in life the love of a mother
may have centered in an only
child, yet when she dies, her love
“is now perished;” nor does she
or her spirit, return to hover
over the object of her affec-
tions, for in death there is no
love. Nor does hatred continue
in death. Hatred also perishes
there, as does envy.

And with anything that is
transpiring in all the earth the
dead have nothing at all to do.
‘“Neither have they any more a
portion forever in anything that
is done under the sun.” They
are unconscious of all that is
taking place.

There is a teaching in the
world today known as Spiritual-
ism, and claims that one is con-
scious in death. How impossible
for any to be deceived by so-
called spirits of the dead if the
great truth of man’s uncon-
sciousness in death, so plainly
stated in this passage, were
confidently accepted! '

Nothing is known by the dead
of the passing of the years or of
the condition and circumstances
of loved ones. “His (the dead
man’s) sons come to honor, and
he knoweth it not; and they are
brought low, but he perceiveth
it not of them.” Job. 14:21.

Death is only a sleep. In the
Bible death is given a name
which stands for unconscious-
ness. It is called a “sleep.” Thus
in Ps. 18:3; “Consider and hear
me, O Lord my God; lighten
mine eyes, lest I sleep the sleep
of death.” Death is a period of
unconsciousness, a sleep, from
which all will be awakened at
the resurrection.

Christ agrees with David that
death is a sleep. In John 11:
we have this record:
“These things said he: and after
that he saith unto them, Our
friend Lazarus sleepeth; but I
go, that I may awake him out of
sleep. Then said his disciples,

Lord, if he sleep, he shall do well.
Howbeit Jesus: spake of his
death: but they thought that
he had spoken of taking of rest
in sleep. Then said Jesus unto
they plainly, Lazarus is dead.”
them plainly, Lazarus is dead.”
and Christ that death is a sleep.
In 1 Cor. 15:6, he says: “After
that, he was seen of above five
hundred brethren at once; of
whom the greater part remain
unto this present, but some are
fallen asleep.” And in 1 Thess.
4:13, he says: “But I would not
have you to be ignorant, breth-
ren, concerning them which are
asleep, that ye sorrow not, even
as others which have no hope.”

Daniel agrees with David,
Christ, and Paul, that death is
a sleep. In Dan. 12:2, he speaks
of the dead as follows: “And
many of them that sleep in the
dust of the earth shall awake,
some to everlasting life, and
some to shame and everlasting
contempt.” At death, then, one
lies down to sleep; at the resur-
rection he is awakened. Between
death and the resurrection there
is an unconscious sleep.

3. It is an infallible represen-
tation of God Himself. “In the
beginning was the Word, and the
Word was with God, and the
Word was God. The same was in
the beginning with God.” John
121,42

4. The Word is Christ mani-
fested. “The Word was made
flesh, and dwelt among us, and
we beheld His glory, the glory
as of the only begotten of the
Father, full of grace and truth.”
John 1:14.

5.. The Holy Spirit is so in-
seperably connected with the
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Father and Son, that the Word
of God is also the Spirit. “It is
the Spirit that quickeneth; the
flesh profiteth nothing: the
words that I speak unto you,
they are Spirit, and they are
life.”” John 6:63.

6. The Lord recognizes no
difference in these three person-
alities. “There are three that
bear record in heaven, the Fa-
ther, the Word, and the Holy
Ghost: and these three are one.”
- 1 John 5:7. .

7. These three form a divine
connection on earth by water and
the blood of Christ. There are
three that bear witness in earth,
the Spirit, and the water and the
blood, and these three agree in
‘one.” 1 John 5:8. ;

8. A saving faith in the blood
of Christ is expressed by a water
Baptism. “Go ye therefore, and
teach all nations, baptizing them
in the name of the Father, and

of the Son, and of the Holy

Ghost: teaching them to observe
all things whatsoever I have
commanded you: and, lo, I-am
with you alway, even unto the
end of the world.” Matt. 28:
19, 20.

9. The salvation of each in-
dividual depends upon a faith in
this three-fold testimony on the
earth. “He that believeth and is
baptized shall be saved; and he
that Dbelieveth not shall be
damned.” Mark 16:16. ;

10. If we continue in the
Word then we are Christ’s dis-
ciples and the truth makes us
free. “If ye continue in My
Word, then are ye My disciples
indeed; and ye shall know the
truth, and the truth shall make
you free.” John 8:31, 32. ;
