THE CHRISTIAN CHURCH

Did Christ establish a church
when He was here on earth? Is
it visible; can it be seen; or in-
visible; unseen? Is it tangible;
real, can be touched; or intan-
gible; incapable of being touched
or handled? 1Is i t collective, a
group of persons, or is it just
floating around everywhere, any-
where, and yet it is not in any
particular place?

These questions have been
answered so fully by another,
we feel that we cannot do bet-
ter; so insert them in full. Of
all the subjects in the Bible that
are made plain, this subject of
the church of Christ is one.
There is no need of any theoriz-
ing; there is no room for argu-
ment. All that is needed is
simple study and acceptance of
the plain words of the Bible.

The Greek word that is trans-
lated church is, Eklesia. In the
Scriptures it signifies the com-
pany or assembly of the called
out omnes. This assembly of
called-out-ones is the church and
is declared by the Scriptures to
be “The body of Christ” in the
world, thus: “I Paul, am made a
minister; who now rejoice in my
sufferings for you, and fill up
that which is behind of the af-
flictions of Christ in my flesh
for his body’s sake which is the
church.” Col. 1:18, 23, 24.

And God raised Him from the
dead and set him at his own
right hand in heavenly places,
. . . and hath put all things un-
der his feet, and gave him to be
head over all things to the
church which is his body. Eph.
1:20, 22, 238. As the body is one,
and hath many members, and all
the members of that one body,
being many, are one body: so
also is Christ. 1 Cor.12:12. And
as we have many members in
one body and all have not the
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same office; so we being many come in the church by coming to more.” Micah 4:1-3. See also
are one body in Christ, and Him, by being in Him, that Isa. 2:2-5.
every one members one of an- makes a new people, that Notice, this is not what the

other.” Rom. 12:4, 5.

NOW YE ARE THE BODY
OF CHRIST, and members in
particular. 1 Cor. 12:27. For
we are members of his body, of
his flesh and of bones, Eph. 5:
30. Again this church or assem-
bly of Christ’s people is said to
be God’s building, thus: “these
things write unto thee, hoping
to come unto thee shortly, but
if I tarry long that thou mayest
know how thou aughtest to be-
have thyself in the house of God,
which is the CHURCH of the liv-
ing God.” 1 Tim. 3:14, 15.

“Christ (was faithful) as a
gon over his own house WHOSE
HOUSE ARE WE, if we hold
fast the CONFIDENCE and the
REJOICING of the HOPE firm
unto the E ND.” Heb. 3:6. ‘Ye
are God’s husbandry, Ye are
God’s building.” 1 Cor., 3:9. ‘Ye

a spiritual house.” 1 Pet. 2:5.
‘“Now therefore, ye are no more
strangers foreigners, but fellow
citizens with the Saints, and of
the household of God; and are
built upon the foundation of the
apostles and prophets, Jesus
Christ himself being the Chief
Corner Stone, in whom ALL
THE BUILDING fitly framed
together groweth into an holy
temple in the Lord; in whom ye
also are builded together for an
habitation of God through the
spirit.” Eph. 2:19-22.

From these Scriputres it is
perfectly plain that membership
in the church of Christ depends
altogether upon our being joined
personally to Him in the “Spirit
and by the Spirit.” “For by one
Spirit are we all baptized into
one body.” 1 Cor. 12:13.

Since the church is His house,
His building, our being members
of His church depends altogeth-
er upon our being lively stones
from having come to Him in the

Spirit and through the Spirit and -

thus prepared for a place in that
spiritual house. 1 Pet. 2:4,5.
Membership in the church of
Christ then comes altogether by
belonging to Christ in order to
belong to the church. Being in
this church depends altogether
in our being in Him, and of Him
being in us. ;
When people having heard His
call, come personally to Him,

changes the individual “into an-
other man.” These people, and
only these compose the church
of Christ. His called-out-ones,
the assembly of His chosen.

It becomes important for each
one to ask himself, am I indeed
a member of the church? Jesus
said: “Search the Scriptures;
for in them ye think ye have
eternal life; and they are they
which testify of me.”

7:1-19; Dan. 12:1; Joel 2:11;
Zephaniah 1. We understand
that will occur in the last days.

The question is, what will
some who are in darkness say
when they hear about the Lord’s
coming ? The Scripture will an-
swer the question. “Knowing
this first, that there shall come
in the last days scoffers, walk-
ing after their own lusts, and
saying, where ig the promise of
his coming? for since the fa-
thers fell asleep, all things con-
tinue as they were from the be-
ginning of the creation.” 2 Pe-
ter 3:3, 4.

What Will Be Popularly Taught
in the Last Days?

“But in the last days . .. many
nations shall come, and say,
Come, and let us go up to the
mountain of the Lord, and to the
house of the God of Jacob; . . .
and He shall judge among many
people, and rebuke strong na-
tions afar off; and they shall
beat their swords into plow-
shares, and their spears into
pruning-hooks: nation shall not

lift up a sword against nation,

neither shall they learn war any

Lord says, but what the Lord
says many nations shall say in
the last days. And this is the
very message now heard in ev-
ery land,—a great world’s peace
movement; a call for all nations
to disarm, to go to war no more,
and to profess religion .

THE DOCTRINE THAT BAP-
TISM SAVES FROM SIN, DE-
NOUNCED, UNTRUE, WITH-
OUT BIBLE AUTHORITY.

Prove all things; hold fast
that which is good. 1 Thess. 5:
21. He that answereth a mat-
ter before hearing it is a fool.
The writer chanced to visit a
tent meeting conducted by
Brother John Vaughner, minis-
ter of the Church of Christ
(colored) in the city of Gaines-
ville, Florida. First of the year
1935.

BAPTISM FOR THE REMIS-
SION OF SIN, is his doctrine. I
was privileged to discuss with
him the subject, “The Old and
the New Covenants.” My oppo-
nent advocated that the Old
Covenant was the Ten Com-
mandments and that since the
Old Covenant was faulty and
gave away to the New Cove-
nant, so the Ten Commandments,
the law of God, Ex. 20:1-17 are
done away with and the law of
Christ, the two commandments,
Matt. 22:36, 37-40 have taken
their place. False, “Let no man
deceive you.” 2 Thess. 2:3.

There is no saving truth in the
doctrine that Dbaptism saves
from sin and that the Old Cove-
nant is the Ten Commandments.
The doctrine is absolutely false
and has no Bible authority what-
ever.

For the benefit of the readers
of the Banner and to safeguard
those who desire to know the
difference between truth and er-
ror, I shall present to you in this
article, the subject: “Does BAP-
TISM SAVE FROM SIN ?”

Allow me to abbreviate the
doctrine of Dbaptism as Mr.
Vaughner has it on his black-
board each night of his meet-
ings. H. B. R. C. B., which
means, he says, HEAR the gos-
pel, BELIEVE the gospel, RE-
PENT, or quit your devilment,
CONFESS CHRIST, be BAP-
TIZED, and you are SAVED in
CHRIST, in the CHURCH of
CHRIST. Hearing the gospel,
believing, repenting, and con-
fessing don’t save, but baptism

does save. (False.)

The misinterpretation of the
Scripture such as 1 Peter 3:18-
21, Eight souls were saved by
water. (By reason of the wat-
er.) Arise and be baptized and
wash away your sins. Acts 22:
16. (By the blood of the Lamb.)
Rev. 1:5. '

Naaman, the captain of the
host of the king of Syria, was
commanded to go down to the
river of Jordan and dip seven
times which he did and was clean
from his leprosy. 2 Kings 5:14.
Thus Mr. Vaughner says, that
there is power in the water to
save from sin. (False.) The
power was in the go. Jas. 4:12.
Note, what is the truth ¢ oncern-
ing baptism and the power that
saves from sin? For I am not
ashamed of the gospel of Christ,
for it is the power of God unto
salvation. Rom. 1:16. In other
words, the gospel saves from sin
those who believe and accept the
gospel of Christ. The gospel
must be preached. The commis-
sion is to go into all the world
and teach all nations, baptizing
them in the name of the Father,
in the name of the Son and of
the Holy Ghost, teaching them
to observe all things whatsoever
I have commanded you: and lo,
I am with you alway, even unto
the end of t he world. Matt. 28:
19, 20. But why preach the gos-
pel? For what reason is the
gospel to be preached? These
are questions for us to consider
in this article.

. First, the gospel is preached
to save from sin. Rom. 1:16.
But what is sin? The Bible only
can answer this question. 1
John 3:4. Whosoever commit-
teth sin transgresseth also the
law ; for sin is the transgression
of the law. Rom. 7:7, I had not
known sin but by the law, . . .
Thus says the apostle Paul.
Again we read Romans the third
chapter, verse twenty, By the
law is the knowledge of sin. Rom.
3:20. Therefore the law points
out sin. The law of God, the Ten
Commandments points out to
man what he should do and what
he should not do. The law is
God’s mirror for man. James
1:25. “But whoso looketh into
the perfect law of liberty, and
continueth therein, he being not
a forgetful hearer but a doer of
the work, this man shall be
blessed in his deed.” To preach

the gospel of Christ without law,
means to preach a one-sided gos-
pel. Do away with the law of
God, the Ten Commandments,
and you have no need of the gos-
pel. It was sin that made the
gospel necessary. Where there
is no law, there is no sin. Ro-
mans 4:15:5:13, and no need of
the gospel.

There is no power in the law
to take away sin. Rom. 8:3, 4.
“For what the law could not do,
in that it was weak through the
flesh, God sending His own Son
in the likeness of sinful flesh, and
for sin condemned sin in the
flesh: That the righteousness of
the law might be fulfilled in us
who walk not after the flesh, but
after the Spirit.”

Second. So in preaching the
gospel of Christ, with the law of
God, sin is pointed out to the sin-
ner. “Cry aloud, spare not, lift
up thy voice like a trumpet, and
shew my people their transgres-
sion, and the house of Jacob their
sins.” (the house of Jacob, the
sinner.) The sinner hears the
gospel, that sin is the transgres-
sion of the law, the Holy Spirit
convicts him of his sins. John
16:7-10, impressing him to re-
pent. Repent ye therefore, and
be converted, that your sins may
be blotted out, . . . Acts 3:19.
Pgsa. 19:1; The law points out
every sin; the sinner repents of
and confesses and forsaketh all
of his sins. Prov. 28:13. If we
say that we have no sin, we de-
ceive ourselves and the truth is
not in us. If we confess our sins,
he is faithful and just to forgive
us our sins, and to cleanse us
from all unrighteousness. 1
John 1:8, 9. The blood of Jesus
Christ, the Lamb of God, cleans-
es from all sin. Rev. 1:5.

Christ died for our sins or for
the remission or for the for-
giveness of our sins, according
to the Scriptures. I Cor. 15:3.
Without the shedding of blood,
there is no remission, or forgive-
ness for sins. Heb. 9:22. Christ
was manifested to take away our
sins; and in Him is no sin. 1
John, 3:5. This is My blood
which was shed for you for the
remission, or forgiveness of sins.
Matt. 26:28.

Thus Jesus Christ our Saviour
was crucified for the remission
or forgiveness of sin, buried and
rose again for the remission or
forgiveness of our sin. The word
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forgivenesy is another word for
the word justification. The word
justification means to be made
free from sin. But being made
free from sin and become ser-
vants ye have your fruit unto
holiness, and the end. Note the
statement, at the END, which
means at the second coming of
Christ in whom our eternal life
is hidden. Rom. 6:22; Col. 3:4.
We have eternal life now only by
faith.

The sinner hears the Gospel
preached with the law of God,
pointing out to him his gins.
He repents, confesseth with his
mouth his sin and forsaketh
them. He is then a penitent sin-
ner; he can ask God to forgive
him for all of his sins, and God,
for Christ’s sake, forgives him
and cleanses him from all of his
sing by faith in the blood which
was offered on the cross.

Thus the sinner believes that
he is forgiven, so he is no sinner,
he is a child of God, he is con-
verted, sanctified or holy, meat
for the Master’s use. 2 Tim.
2:21. Reconciled by His death,
justified by being made free
from sin, sanctified by obeying
His word, and keeping His com-
mandments.

The Old Man of Sin is dead.
Crucified with Christ. Gal. 2:20.
And must be buried—how? By
baptism. Col. 2:12.—Buried with
Christ in baptism, we are risen
with Him to walk in a new life.
Col. 3:1. Rom. 6:1-4.

Baptism is a memorial of the
death, burial and resurrection of
Christ. Yes, baptism is a memo-
rial of the death of the Old Man
of Sin that Jesus Christ is resur-
rected in our lives. He in us and
we in Him. We are not saved by
the water baptism, we are saved
by grace through faith. So we
live by faith. Eph. 2:8. Heb.
10:38. 2 Cor. 5:7. There is only
one plan of salvation by which
man is saved. All mankind from
Adam down, to the last man, is
saved by the one plan of salva-
tion by faith in Christ. It was
faith in the blood of Christ that
saved the people of God before
the first advent of Christ. It is
that same faith in the blood of
Christ that saves you and me
today.

Baptism for the remission of
sins,-or, in other words, because
our sins are forgiven, or remit-
ted, we are baptized. Mr. Vaugh-

ner says because we are baptized

our sinsg are remitted. (False.)
“Eight souls were saved by
water.” Mr. Vaughner must

have forgotten that the ark was
there in which those eight souls
were saved. Read Gen. 7:7, with
1 Peter 3:18-21. Baptism re-
ferred to is a like figure of what?
The resurrection of Christ. Bap-
tism does not put away the filth
of the flesh. The sinner must
repent of this and wash in the
blood of the Lamb. Away the
filth of flesh. Rev. 1:3.
